May Have to Abandon 
Many Past Pj’oposals 
In Order to Get Dem 
ocratic Support Now
Washington, Nov. 18— (P)—Signs

Truman will have difficulty getting 
united Democratic support for 
whatevar legislative program he 
■ubmlte to the new Republican 
dominated Congress in January. 11 
he hopes to win It, he may have to 
drop many past proposals.

It declares the conven­
tion daiegatea "resent and reject 
efforts of the Communist party or 
other political parties and their 
adherents to Interfere In the af­
faire of the CIO."

The declaration doaa not end 
the atnigftia fOr power between 
the CtO'e left and right wings, nor 
does It expel or remove enyone 
from office.

"This convention serves notice 
that we will not tolernte such In-

tarferenccs*'--was aeen aa leaving 1 
future anO-Oommunlat action In-' 
definite.

Army Curbs Sending 
Of Families Abroad

Enlisted Men in Four 
Lowest Grades Af* 
f e c t e d ;  Explanation 
O f Move Given

By Somes Marlow
Washington, Nov. 18— (ff)— T̂he 

Army has called a halt to ohlpplng 
oveT*s*s the famlUe* o f enlisted 
Anpy men In the four lowest 

.. gtades; Sergeant, corporal, flrit 
cUas private, and private.

Here Is an explanation of this 
move and what It meana—the an- 
eiounccmen- was made Nov. S—as 
given by officers at the War de­
partment:

Under a long-standing law all 
commiminned officers and ser­
geants of the three top grades— 
master, staff and technical—are 
entitled to housing or money to 
pay for It, even when overaeaa 

The Army has been sending over 
to them—when they requested It 
— their wives and children. It will 
ocmtlnue to do no when there’s 
aklpping to carry them and houses 
nan be found for them.
* Don’t Come Under Law 
But the men In the four lowest 

grades— sergeant, corporal, first 
clasa private and private—don’t 
come under the law. Which means: 
they’re not entitled under law to 
housing or money to pay for It.

But the Army had been sending 
their families over, too, when they 
asked for them to he sent. And 
this le why:

When the war ended and the 
Army needed men to enllat as reg­
ulars—to replace some of the mU- 
Uons o f draftees being discharged 
— It made a recruiting drive.

Many men signing up for two 
or three years were told—as an 
inducement to joining—that If 
they went overseas and a-anted 
tbetr tamlllea to join them they 
would be sent.

Net Promlaed Housing 
But this was a verlial promise 

to these men In the four lower 
agades. They are not promised 
housing under the law aa are the 
oommiasioned officers and ser- 
gaants in the top three grades.

Bo if the Army flnda a reason 
for not being able to aend famiUes 
overseas—as it says it has n ow - 
then It can st^p sending families 
o f the men In the four lowest 
grades.

And this is the reason the Army 
says it has to stop It:

1. Housing Is scarce overseas. 
And In this country building ma­
terial—which could be sent over­
seas to make housing—Is scarce.

2. Because of limited funds, 
the Army .doesn’t  have enough 
money to ^u ip  enough ships for 
moving the families— even li there 
were bousing overseas. So there’* 
a backlog o f waiting families.

But what the promlaea made 
to those men who enlisted with 
the understanding their families 
would be sent to join them?

Can Aek to Get Out 
I f  they have more than IS 

montha to serve overseas, they 
can ask to get out of the Array 
now, be sent back to the United 
States, and discharged here.

The families of all men—in all 
grades—who have been given au­
thorisation through December to 
go overseas will be sent. Shipment 
Of families started about last 
April.

Here are the totals of those who 
have been authorised to go ffhd— 
in parentheses— those who have 
sailed already:

European theater, which means 
Germany and Austria — 17,850 
(11,000); Mediterranean theater, 
which means mostly Italy—1,481 
(1,800); and the Pacific theater— 
9,545 (7,000).

The families In this country 
don’t make the.request to go over­
seas. It ’s the men overseas who 
moke the request of their com­
manding officers to have Uieli 
families join them.

The Army has heard reports o 
wives who, when notified they ha< 
an okay for travel overseas, mov 
ed out of their homes here and 
due to a long wait for a ship, were 
stranded.

The Army says this shouldn’t 
happen because:

Gets Two Notloea 
A  wife gets two notices from the 

Army about Bailing. About six to 
eight weeks ahead of aslllng time 
she’s notified that her husband’s 
request for her to join him has 
been approved.

About 10 days before Bailing 
time she’s notified when and where 
to report to her ship. A couple of 
ships broke down at the last min­
ute. The Army points out this de­
layed the sailing of 1,800 people.

What they failed to appreciate 
waa the particular reason why 
Lavria happens to be a labor lead­
er who Is for "rugged individual­
ism" and a "fre e  economy."

His very good resson for fsvor- 
tng such a systsm Is that he con- 
Mdsra himself powerful enough to 
bs its master.

Where businessmen and Indus 
trlalists think of a "free economy"

turn to the dominance they once 
held, Lewis thinks of it as a sys­
tem In which he can be boss. He 
la for a "free economy," all right, 
but he is for a "free economy" 
which labor, or at least such la­
bor as Is under his leadership, will 
be boss. In short, he fancies him­
self as thla nation's biggest and 
most powerful' rugged individual­
ist, and we guess he is. ,

He has built blmaelt privilege! 
which thla nation long ago denied 
to private enterprise. He has.

sstatlng monopoly on one of this 
BSUon'a moat eiaentlal raw mate- 
rlsls. U  would be Illegal for any 
industrial concern, or group of 
such concerns, to accumulate and 
uae auch a mopopoly. The Justice 
Pppartment is continually prose 
curing concenis which seem to -he 
making an effort for auch a mon­
opoly. NVe aie, continually bust­
ing trusts. But bewis has

use It shell he boss, for he sees 
himself In that exact poslUon.

We are certain It IB' not the 
bewta brand of a "free economy" 
which h.iirtness Interests really 
favor. We doubt that U waa for 
thla kind of "free e «R om y" that 
the people of America voted on 
No\-. »th. Miaft of ua have an 
ideal of an America which Is sub­
ject neither to a privileged dicta­
torship by management nor to an 
arrogant bossdom on the part of 
some labor monopoly. But that 
ideal is not flouriahing very well 
in this week of our master, Mr 
l^ewis.

Troubled HcientiRtR
The men who did most to create 

the slomlc bomb are still sUug- 
gUng not only with their sense of 
guilt, but with their fears of the 
fate their cpestlon may bring to 
the world. Now S group of them, 
headed by Dr. Albert Einstein, 
whose basic formula made the 
bomb possible, has opened a pub­
lic campaign seeking a fund of j 
11,000,000 with which they hope, j 
not to undo their fateful work, for 
that cannot be undone, but to edu­
cate thi. world to the realities of 
the atomic age. The sum they 
seek la now approximately the 
cost of one atomic bomb.

The scientists wsnt this fund 
equal to the cost of one bomb ip 
order to try to make the general 
public realise the truth of sis 
simple sUtsmenta.

■3. Other nations can redlatov- 
sr our aecret processes by them­
selves.

"4. Preparedness against atom­
ic war ia futile, and If attempted, 
will ruin the structiiie of out so­
cial order.

"5. I f  war breaks out. atomic 
bombs will be used, and they will 
aurely destroy our civilisation.

"6. There ia no solution to this 
problem except Intemstlonal con­
trol of atomic energy and. ulti­
mately, the elimination of war.".

To any one who has given more 
than passing attention to the real­
ities of the bomb, there Is no news 
in any. one of these statements. 
But It Is the truth that no ona. ex­
cept possibly these sclcntlsU 
themselves, takes these facts seri­
ously eilough to base action ami 
policy upon them. Certainly ordi­
nary people seem to have no sense 
of the emergency In which they 
are living.

Moet apectacularly of all, our 
diplomats and etateamcn, fighting 
over half miles of territory around 
Trieste, planning old-fashioned in­
dividual security for themselves 
by old-fashioned bases here end 
there, seem completely 'obllvioua 
to .the reellUes of the stonilc age.
