Temporary Order lIssued

Instead of Issulng an.injunction
right away, the court issued n
temporary order telling Lewia not
to do those things,

The court told Lewis to appear
In court Nov. 27 to show cnuse
why the judge shouldn't issue an
injunction, which would last long-
er than just a temporary order.

Without going into all the de-
talls which followed, that's where
the case stood—a temporary order

lowed by an injunction—when the
CIO and AFL »creamed.
History Behind Scream

Here's the history behind the
scream:

Organized labor has had an
uphill struggle in this country, For
most of our history the courts
have been on the side of the em-
ployera,

Until the 18808 unlons were
oftened prosecuted as conspiracies,
‘Then the courts clouted unions on
the head by Issuing Injunctions,

(An Injunction is a court order
forbidding a man or group of men
to do something. For example;
Striking.)

The courts’ view-—meaning the
judges’ view—was this: The right
to do business is a property right.
If a man can't do busineas —say,
because of a strike — he suffers a
property. loss,

In 1880 Congress passed the
Sherman anti-trust act to curb
buainess monopolies and pravent
their interfering with trade. This
ceme at a time when corporations
were getting badly bloated.

If the "yes" score totaled nine
or ten, one may expect to live to a
ripe old age.

F.B.L Agent
In Assembly

Frank Mitchell Tells
About Investigations
And Duties of Agents

The Federal Buresu of Investi-
gation, regardiess of the impres-
slons gained by people from radio
programs and the comics, does not

spenid ita time capturing unususgl
criminals but in investigating such
cases as  kidnappings, rob-
beries, and extortions. Mr, Frank
Mitchell of the F. B, 1. expiained
this fact In an assembly Friday,
November 13,

In addition to their reguiar
duties, the F. B. L, the investiga-
ting unit of the United States De-
partment of Justice, during war-
time has the added job of tracking
down those who break the lawa
pertaining to espionage, sabotage,
utnoon. and the Selective Bervice

w.

Mr. Mitchell told of one way the
Germans sent messages into the
United States during World War
II. Using microscopic dots, they
put the messages on the whg:t;t
mounted butterflies In trays
pent up from South America. The
F. B. 1. had 9000 such trays in
Washington, each of which had to
be Inspected for messages, He also
told how 33 German agents
were rounded up after the F. B. L
had discovered & code by which
they were able to communicate
with Germans. The Gestapo un-
wittingly led the F. B. L to their
sgents in the United States.

The qualifications for an F. B. L
agent are very rigid, Mr. Mitchell
explained. Agents must be col-
lege graduates, either lawyers or
accountanta, between the ages of
twenty-five and forty, must pass
& four-hour test with a passing
grade of eighty-five, and undergo
a thorough investigation. Only one
out of every twenty-five candid-
ates is successful.

As soon as he starts training an
F. B. 1. agent recelves a salary of
$4500 a year. The Marine Base at
Quantico, Virginia, is the scene of
their training. Classes last fyom
9 a m to?p. m every day. The
classes oonsist of lectures and in<
structions in fingerprint taking
and classifications, codes, ciphers,
firearms and judo, .

Mr. Mitchell described the badge
and credentials carried by every
F. B. 1. agent, If either the badge
or credentials is lost, the agent ia
either fired or receives a severe
cut in salary. This In
since there i a possiblliity that
these credentials may fall into the
hands of a person who may use
them for an unlawful purpose.

Fingerprints and toe prints are
the only means of jdentifications
which are foolproof. The only
known way aof ¢ finger-

rints is by cutting off the fingers.
ery other method has beep un-
succeasful. 115,000,000 sets of fine
gerprints are on file at the F. B. 1.
headquarters in Washington, D. C,
