piUI, Wllllmantic, Nov. 16. 1046, 

Coroner Ackerman finds "that 
death resulted from a depressed 
fracture of the akull and other In­
juries sustained In a motor vehicle 
accident on the Eaglevllle Road, 
Towwi of Coventry on Nov. 14 at 
shout 7:4fi p.m."

"For several hour* prior to the 
sccldenL the deceased had been 
In a tavern in Coventry where he 
had been drinking beer, playing 
cards and hsrangtng. Although 
there Is no evidence tha t he was 
under the Influence of Intoxicating 
liquors a t the time he departeil, 
there Is stime evidence that he was 
feeling sickly. After he left the 
tavern he got Into his 1940 Dodge 
panel truck, engine No. 10.119662 
Connecticut reglntratlon No. 67693, 
preaumably dratinated homeward."

"However aa he travelled north­
erly over said Eaglevllle Road at 
a point approximately .300 feet 
north from a long gradual curve, 
there were tire niarka on the left- 
hand side of the road In a stia igh t 
northerly line for a diatance of 
about 74 feet, evidencing the fact 
that the accused had driven on the 
wrong side of the road for a t least 
that distance and a t that point 
there were two tire marka leading 
from the left shoulder obliqiiely 
across to the right shoulder, a dla- 
tunce of approximately .10 feet, to 
the stony grnvtl shoulder where 
there was a precipitous embank­
ment about four feet below the top 
of the roadway and down which 
the truck proceeded and turned 
over on Ita loft aide.

"The position of the door after 
the accident indicates that the door 
had o|>ened as the truck deHCend<>d 
down the embankment ejecting the 
deceased from the cab of the truck 
and pinning him underneath the 
truck as It cnnie to a rest In the 
pasture lot with its weight princi­
pally on his head and chest.” 

"Tliere Is no liulleatlon of speed. 
The weather wa.s cold and clear 
and the surface of the road clean. 
The car Itself was In fairly good 
mechanical condition and whatever 
defects existed In no way contrlh- 
tited to the sccldent. 13ie deceased 
resided about a half a mile from { 
the site of the accident and trav- i 
elled the road unon which the a r ^ - !

Well, let's see whst the Germans 
did to punish their guilty after 
the last war. In 1919 German rep- 
resentatlvee solemnly signed an 
agreement to turn over 900 of their 
War criminal# to the victorious 
allies.

But tn 1920, after a storm of 
German protest, the victors agreed 
to permit the German Supreme 
court at Leipzig to try the 900.

Of these suspects this high court 
Bubsequently refused to try 888. 
Of the dozen tried, only sU were 
condemned. And of these six, zald 
Emil Ludwig in 1943 in his book 
•‘How to 'Treat the Germans," 
three escaped prison within s few 
days and the last three "were con 
fined to prison for some weeks.

'•That was what the world would 
witness tomorrow If it let the Nazi 

!•’'  leaders be sentenced by their Ger­
man countrymen.”

FredIcUoa Coming True 
'The Ludwig prediction is coming 

true now. The German courts can­
not "whitewash” defendants on so 
largo a scale as they did after the 
First World war. because this time 
they are under the direct mandate 
of a foreign military government 
In their own country. But they 
make every concession they can 
to their fellow nationals.

Before criticizing the German 
Judges themselves too strongly, 
consider their human predicament.

•n>ere are more than 16,500,000 
Germans In the American zona. 
Some 104,000 have been accused 
under the denazification laws, an­
other 350,000 will be Charged and 
the status of 5,000,000 more is still 
in doubt. These are official Ameri­
can Military government figures 
as o f a month ago.

That means one out o f every 
three Germans in the American 
zone still doesn’t know 18 months 
after the war whether he urill have 
to go ^ fo re  a German court. This 
court can acquit him completely, 
turn him loose with a stigma that 
will permit him to work only at 
common labor, or convict him and 
send him to prison.

Assume that the Judges are all 
ardent anti-nazis— and they all 
certainly aren’t. But In any case 

/  they are all Germans. They know 
/ that every time they sentence a 

fellow German aa a Nazi it wins 
them the hatred of the man, his 
family, his friends. The Judges 
know this hatred will build up and 

' coat them their political future 
when the Americans pull out—If 

i «  they do pull out.

— their German countrymen below 
th^m and the American Military 
government authorities a b o v e  
them— the judges temporize, com­
promise, try to placate both sides.

They attempt to deal first with 
minor suspects and let Oijm off 
as lightly as possible.

Well, let’s see whet the Germans 
did to punish their guilty after 
ths lost war. In 1919 German rep­
resentatives solemnly signed on 
agreement to turn over 900 of their 
war criminals to the vlctorio»u| 
allies.

But in 1920. after a storm of 
German protest, the victors agreed 
to permit the German Supreme 
court st Leipzig to try the 900.

Of'these suspects this high court 
subsequently refused to try 888. 
Of the dozen tried, only six were 
condemned. And of these six, said 
Bmll Ludwig-in 1943 In his book [ 
"How to Treat the Germans," 
three escaped prison within s few 
days end the last three "were con­
fined to prison for some weeks. ' 

"That wss what the world would 
witness tomorrow If It let the Nazi 

■ leaders be sentenced by their Oer-1 
man countrymen."

PredlcttoB Coming True 
The Ludwig prediction Is coming 

true now. The German courts can­
not "whitewash” defendants on so 
large a scale as they did after the 
First World war, because this time 
they are under the direct mandate 
of a foreign military government 
In thetr own country. But they | 
make every concession they can 
to their fellow nationals.

Before criticizing the German 
Judges themselves too strongly, 
consider their human predIcamenL 

There are more then 16,500,000 
Germans in the American zone. 
Some 104,000 have been accused 
under the denazification laws, an­
other 350,000 will be charged and 
the status of 5,000,000 more is still 
In doubt. These are official Ameri­
can Military government figures 
as of a month ago.

That means one out of every 
three Germams in the American 
zone still doesn't know 18 months 
after the war whether he will have 
to go before a German court. This 
court can acquit him completely, 
turn him loose with a stigma that 
will permit him to work only st 
common labor, or convict him and 
send him to prison.

Assume that the judges are all I 
ardent anti-nazis—and they all 
certainly aren'L But in any case 
they are all Germans. They know 
that every time they sentence a 
fellow German aa a Nazi It wins 
them the hatred of the msi;  ̂ his 

- family, his friends. The judges 
know this hatred will build up and 
coat them their political future 
when the Americans pull out—If | 
they do pull ouL

Caught between two pressures 
—their German countrymen below 
th^m and the American Military 
government authorities a b o v e  
them—the judges temporize, com­
promise, to placate both sides.

They attemrt 'to deal first with 
minor suspects and let them off 
as lightly as possible. They delay 
as long as ^sslble the serious 
cases against ' more prominent 
Nazis with influential' friends. 
They try to grade down the sever- 

ay ity of the charges, thus reducing

But we cannot ‘expect nations 
with different Ideals and customs 
to get along when our nktlon Is 
torn with strikes snd political dis­
agreement; when we, as Individ-

. uate, cannot live in peace with our 
neighbors; when we. aa achooi chil­
dren won’t apeak to Mary because 
she la wearing the name draaa Hera 
lies tha fundamental reason for 
wara, human nature. It is human 
to want wrhat we can't have; it 
is human to try to get ahead of the 
other fellow; It Is human to Jump 
on him before he Jumps on you.

Here, In our High achooi, arc 
groups that don’t get alone. We 
have a special name for them. We 
call them "cliques.’’ Instead of try­
ing to break down the wall of 
petty differences and misunder- 
standlnga, each clique wraps itself 
in Its armor and disregards othera

Perhaps It seems far-fetched to 
Imagine that wara can atart be­
cause of the misunderstandings of 
individuals, but "large oaks from 
little acorns grow.” When a nation 
Is tom by Internal disagreement, 
strife, and greed,. It will in turn 
act against other nations.

We must learn to live In peace 
with our fellowmen, forget petty 
differences, meet each other half 
way, ifive Instead of grasp. Only 
when we have accomplished this 
can we hope for a peaceful world. 
Natlona will look up to the United 
States as an Ideal nation. Until 
this comes about, s third World 
War Is Inevitable.
