’Thla trend concerna po far, only 
a highway down In Falrileld 
County. But If It la going to be 
any part of Connecticut public 
policy to permit Just as much 
speed aa the motoriata happen t»  
want to take, than the danger 
will aoon apply to tha whole state 
and to all the roads In It. Thoou 
who learn to drive 05 ami 60 on 
tha Merritt Parkway will want tli 
do It on other roads, and If they 
do It In aufflcient numbers, they 
will apparently attain Immunity 
from law enforcement.

This la all dangerouB nonaen.ie. 
The way to enforce the law Is noi 
to relax the law but to enforce it. 
The way to promote aafety on tha 
Merritt Parkway la not to raise 
the speed limit, but to enforce the 
reasonsbie speed limit already In 
(^letcnce. Im other wurda, whal 
should be dune on tha Merritt i 
Parkway Is to arrest those whj- 
go over 50 milea an hour.

The proclamation waa lanuod at 
Saigon by French commissioner 
and the autonomous Cochln-Chl- 
nese government, which the Vlct- 
Namese have accused of being a 
puppet regime.
