Muong Sal was considered impor-
tant because of its airstrip which
the French could use as an aux-
fllary airfield.

The Vietminh were reported to
be steadily advancing in the jungle
despite the rain of bomba and
napalm showered by French alr-
craft, Scores of refugees from the
combat xone were streaming to-
ward Luang Prabang.
