President Eisenhower asked 
today for an easing of atomic 
security , regulations so. he 
can: (A )  give information to 
U. S. Allies on battle use of 
nuclear weapons,^. (B ) co- 
opefate with them on peaceful 
nses ■ fo r atomic e n e i^ ; and 
(G) encourage private U. S. 
industry to develop atomic 
power.

In a special message to Con­
gress, the President said the re- 
strlcUons of the 1948 Atomic Se­
curity Law are' out'or'HhF wî t̂ ^̂  
the realities of 1954.

InpUcs U. 8. H-Bomb
Implying anew that the United 

States now has an actual hydro­
gen bomb, he said "the thermo­
nuclear weapon,. today dwarf■ in 
destructive power all atomic 
weapons.” \

And the. exixUng restrictiona on 
atomic information, be said, “im­
pede the proper ex^oitatlon of 
nuclear energy for the' benefit of 
the American people and of /our

The - President Mid the"’ onward 
rush of atomic developfnenta haa 
outmoded the 1946 Atomic Ener­
gy Act which miatakbnly aaaumed 
the United States could maintain 
a monopoly in atomic weapons 
for an appreciable titne.

It would take effect with the 

1954 tax bill which fails due in 
early 1955.
