You can use short Form 1040’ 
for any kind of income under 
$5,000 but you can’t itemize per­
sonal deductions. The short 1046 is 
merely tbe first page (front and 
back) of the form. A table on the 
back Shows the tax on your in­
come, giving automatic credit of 10 
per cent for personal deductions.*

If your adjusted gross income 
waa $5,006 or more or if you want 
to itemize your persmial deductlona 
you must uze long Form 1040. 
Here you figure out -the tax your­
self. : '

First figure your adjusted gross 
income. Then subtract peraonal de­
ductions, either 10 per cent, of the 
total which you Itemize. That is 
your net Income. Now subtract 
youf allowance for exemptions to 
get your hat taxable, income.

Then you fighre your tax, using 
rates printed on the form and in- 
structlon pamphlet. Attach a check 
or money order or aak for a refund 
according to what the figU|-ea show.
