International F a r m  
youth Exchange envoy to the 
U- ».

_ sBut our uncertainty was' soon 
resolved. When we arrived at the 
Kupferschmid Farm. Ern(e met 
us a t the door and told Us we'd 
find “Abe" oyer in the barh tend- 
ing to the cows. We walked over 
to the model dairy barn, entered 
the building And aure enough, 
there w aa/ s brivht-eyed,-, alert, 
w iry y o ^  Watting Id greet us;

A b e /^aa  a little hesitant at 
first,/M t, before long, he was tell- 

sbmit the "small four acre 
tom - my father gave me.:’ The 
/ou th  aald lie raised rye, coco- 
nuta, vegetables and livestock. He 
told us his ambition waa to special­
ise eventually in livestock with 
emphasis on hog raising and dairy 
rattle. '

"But, first I 'll have to complete 
two years of college at the Ara- 
neta Institute of Agriculture at 
Manila.” he said.

In a completely modest and dis- 
^armlrig manner, he went on to ex-- 
Flain how he was one of’twq.out 
of 180 delegates to the Philippine 
Isiqnri 4-H Congress who received 
X scholarship to this agrictiUural 
School.' Each delegate waa in tunt 
tops In his own unit. > '

Pay F«rr High School
Whiio wo were on the aiibject jof 

schooler-we-ariieri Arie-what-dif. 
ference he notieed-4h the schools 
here and those tri his native land.

He answered, quickly. "We have 
10 years of school . . .  six yyars of 
elementary achool and four years 
in the high schools'." He added, 
"those who go to high school have 
to  pay $45 for each year."

Incidentally, in the Philippines 
that's  quite a bit of money. Abe 
also, pointed out th a t those attend­
ing high school must go from 7:30 
a, ra. until 5:30 p. m. After classes 
sre  over, "he esn go home snd 
s ta rt his homework and do some 
of the chores."

We asked the youngster to tell 
us a  littls about his home' town. 
Hs said hs lived in a rural '.irea 
In which there were two dairy 
farms. "There is no elsctricity in 
the rural areaa and we don't have 
too many milking machinea like 
the one's here on Mr. Kupfer- 
schmid's-torm.” ........ ..... ..........

We learned th a t hfs home was 
some SOO miles from Msurilii on 
the southern tip of Uie ' m e i n  
Philippinei Island of Luzon.

He said "I only live s  few miles 
from a town of some 32.000 
people. 'There they have Electrici­

ty; moving picturet sn$ most of 
the nradefri convenlkm

We knew the youth wlu pretty 
aecustofried to  being 1iiurvieF*<i 
by Glia time, as. he bad g r e e d y  
been' in the country since Novem­
ber, so we pulled a little \nritch 
rind asked him what were . the 
qiiestlons Americsna he hssia lked  
w ith'asked him moat fraqutmtty.

Arisweni stock Guesltoa
Without hesitating a mlnutrihe 

shot back, "nioat Americana wl 
to know; how ths natives of ths 
Philippine Island feel about trie 
U. 8. snd its people. Arid, then they 
want to know whether oT inot 1 
like this country.” We decided lye 
wouldn’t  be arty different thriri 
hia previous interrogators and "we 
asked him how he respond<ri to 
these loaded, questions. Me broke 
out In a wide grin and said he 
liked our country very much and 
he believed most of. his coimtry- 
men felt the same way about tri# 
United States.

Without prompting Abe recited 
some of the reasons!

“ The United States ranae to  my 
country's aid during the war and 
has since helped to-reconstruct’the 
major cities and prnride economic 
aid for my people. They riave also 
helped ua to gain our Independ- 
ence.” .

At this pqlrit.X the youth ex­
pressed jihe paradoxlai opinion 
that he wished -) "the Philippines 
were still a part of the United 
States. "We decided not to press 
him for his political views, but he 
did say the Japanese were still 
quits unpopular on the Islands.

About this time, Abe st4r|ed 
to shiver s  little bit in .the ciirip 
Connecticut eir snd we^'thought it 
would be a good Idea to ask him. 
what he thought of our’ climate. 
As we guessed, cold. w e a t h e r  
-wasn't for him, but he did hope he 
Would get a chance to See some 
snpw. He told us he never -saw 
any a t home and he spent the first 
few months of ' hia visit to this 
country in Mississippi and Ar- 
kansaa where snow is almost as 
rare as it is In the Philippines.

He said, however, this wish for 
snow was Just curiosity and ac­
tually the nnly.thlnx^ he didn't like 
about tlils country was -the cold 
weather. ; ’

■When Abe said he had been in 
Mississippi and Arkansas, we be­
gan to v.'onder hOr; many different 
homes . he had stayed ' a t ' In the 
short ttr.e  he has been In'-the coun. 
try. In answer to our question he 
^ id .  " I  stayed with six families 
in\ Arkansas-, and . two in Missis- 
sippL”. Ke added Gist he hadXbeen 
rit Ihe Kupferschmid Farm Aince 
'Monday and previously had stayed 
a t the William Thirill Farm ■ in 
Ve’.-non. (Young Bill Thrall is now 
making his way home from the 
PhPlpnlnes, where he - spent six 
montiie as an exchange delegate, 
by way of Burma; India and points 
west.) . .

When we asked Ahe how - long )(0 
expected to stay on with Ernie 
Kupferschmid. H--nie- /chimed in 
a ith , "I’d like to h*ve him for

he’s- a goodthres years, 
worker."

Abe felt the sam e ariy. Home- 
stcKHesB was sobt#thlng he never 
had had t<me to cotisidgr.
