Also they are, on 
paper, the most virulent foes of 
Communism inside France. They

- answer to the Communist threat 
inside France,

The .Fi'ench Coirmumists are 
■ many things. They atw little peo­

ple discontented ..With economic 
and social conditions, inside 
France. They‘ are brave people, 

. « ’ho fought in France, whether 
for France or for Russia, when 
ether Frenchmen didn’C They mn 
plotters, who design to turn 
France into a province in a  Rus- 

. Blan xmpire. They are saboteurs 
of thV  ̂security of Franco when 
ithey thifik the security of France 
threatens the security of Russia. 
They arc many things.

Yet they made, a swiet partner­
ship, the Gaullists and the Com- 
munism, trying to pull the hair oU't 
of the head ,of the premier - of 
France, *

Why should they fbrm such an 
Impromptu partnership In the 
■treets of Paris ?

They have several things in 
common. Beside the Communists, 
there was one other group which 
fought the .Nazis in France and 
never stopped fighting. They were 
the Gaullists. So the memory of 
that— the time when they fought 
together against the. common 
enemy-,-18 one thing they have.

Minister entered upon snother and 
even more tragic moment. The 
tragedy was that ha chose to visit 
upon one of his own countrymen 
all of the wrath and annoyance 
he felt over hie own impotence, or 
over the policy of the United 
States.

This act came in his charge that 
former P.rime Minister Attlee, his 
own Successor and predecessor in 
offlc«, and his own partner in the 
war-time coalition in Britain, had 
betrayed the interesta and rights 
of Britain in permitting the Unit­
ed Statea to walk out of the w ar­
time agreement Churchill and 
Roosevelt had made to share de­
cisions- and information on the 
atomic bomb.

Since, in the course of his die 
cussion, the Prime Minister re­
vealed that he himself had tried to 
intercede with Prcsidwit Truman 
to pre'Vent the breaking up of the 
original atomic partnership, sh'l 
got nowhere, his heaters won­
dered how he could accuse Attlee 
of-being responsible for the Amfei-- 
ican act. . ; ' ' / ~

In any fairness, at courie, -he 
could not. The spectacle <vi^ just 
what It seemed. An- old njan, no 
longer alyvays in command" of him­
self, was transferring hip anger 
and^/chagrin over an American 
policy to an innocent political pp- 
.ponent. He was smearihg Attlee 
for something America, did. The 
nobility of which Winston Church­
ill has always been capable was 
sadly missing.

sible local factors such as smoking 
or taking Into the mouth irritating 
foed.s, drinks, mouth washes or the 
like. Often, however, people who 
have this distressing sensation 
cannot Identify any local cause. It 
may' be related to general diseases 
such as diabetes, pernicious ane­
mia, or vitamin A  deflciencies, or 
to lessening of the secretion of 
saliva.

In elderly people, the latte'r, 
which results in a dry mouth, ia 
perhaps the most common. Some­
times the tongue or the lining of 
the mouth will show visible 
changes oi irritation, but some- 
limes t'nese ihucoua membranes 
will look perfectly normal. This 
complaint offers a difficult prob­
lem to the physician who can only^ 
try to seek, the cause and correct . 
it if he can ftnd it, or ti-eaV lt' 
symptomatically.

Unfortunately, It quite fr^uen't- 
ly resists all attempts/it relief., 
and under such circumstances has 
to be looked upon As an ailment 
which the patient, has to "grin and 
bear.” ,

any damage - to. my health ?

A — Ergotamine is a powerful 

drug and if taken in too large 
doses or too frequently can cause 
undesirable reactions. Fdr this 
reason Us dosage ai^d frequency 
should be determined by the physi­
cian who can keep It down to safe.

“Boy. that wind was brutal," he 
wheezed. " I  felt sorry for the 
jockeys, wearing nothing but 
those thin silks.

"N ev«- mind the Jotkeya." I  
■aid. “ I f  yoCi come down with 
pneumonia, you’ll have to find a 
drugstore that will sell you pen­
icillin on the installment plan.”  

“ So what ?" he shrugged. " I ’m 
happy. The horses are back after 

months —  that means, more 
than robins chirping.*’

“Would you do me a favor?" 1- 
■aked him. “ PleaSe tell me the 

' difference between a horse player 
and a human being." .

Here is his answer—the philos­
ophy o f an. incurable horse play­
er:

“The horse player I* the gamest 
o f all sports fans. He' takes the 
most punishment —  in taxes, ad- 
mlBsion fees and the way they 
hjrpo the food and drink prices 
once they get him out to the track.

“ But a real horse player will 
turn out in the face of a blizzard, 
a  hurricane, a fog—even an earth­
quake! He knows the big tracks 
are honeat, but even if  the races 
weren’t on the level he’d still come 
out. He has an unbounded belief 
In the axiom, ‘some horse has to 
win—and it  might be the one 1 
got my money down on-'

“ I t ’s hard to say what makes a 
horse player. Many things. The 
glamor and color . . .  the bMUty of 
the horses themselves. Bveh a 
plater, the^heapest horse on the 
track, is stiiTbetter to look at.thaii 
the average human being.

‘ ’Then there’s the excitement of 
the race itself . your emotions 
are out there riding as well as 
your money. The biggest kick of 
all is to see your horse come from 
last place to win Jn a stretch 
rush; Winning when it seems like 
you can’t win . . . w-hat greater 
thrill is there in life? ^

‘ ‘I  don’t say it gives ai man as. 
big a kick as becoming a father 
for the first time. - On the other 
hand a horse player may root in 
a winner a’ thousand times, but 
how often in a lifetime can you 
become a father for the, first 
time?

■human breast, but it springs twice 
as eternal in a -horse player’s 
breast. So you lose ? Most horse 
players are so accustomed to los­
ing they take it  pretty well. They 
will never commit suicide while 
■they are. holding a sweepstakes- 
ticket.

“A  dyed-in-the-wool horse play­
er actually hates to :^end money 
on anything ' but horse*. He’ll go 
around in baggy pants, a beat-up 
hat, and with holes in his shoes— 
and still plunk down glO for a long 
shot to win.' _ \

"More- and more women are 
showing, up at the tracks now. i t  
seems to be taking the place of 
afternoon bridge with them. But 
a serious horse player regards 
them as a jinx. Besides, they 
tie up a betting window for half 
an hour while they paw through 
their handbag looking for two 
bucks.

’“rhe-aerioua horse player alao 
looks down his noee at rich guys 
who are always laying heavy sugar 
on the favorite in a race. They 
figure if a man wants to invest 
money he should go to Wall Street, 
not to a racetrack.

“ Horse players are human in at 
least one respect. They like to talk 
about the bljg killings they made 
in the past rather than discuss 
their Ipaeee for that day.

“ Do all hdrse players die broke ? 
Not necess.xlly. 1 heard of one 
player who hit a big daily double, 
collected his winnings, and dropped 
dead. He went to his grave in a 
new suit, dressed better than he 
ever had been in his life.
. “ No, I  don't know of any serious 
horse player who is ahead of the 
game. Certainly I  am not, sifter 20 
years. But look at the fun I ’ve had. 
I  might have spent the same 
money on liquor—and had 20 years 
o f hangovers. ‘The serious horse 
player isn't a heavy drinker or girl 
chaser. Anybody who can afford 
three pastimes like those is just a 
playboy hobbyist.

“ I ’ll admit there is no doubt 
that horse playing has ruined some 
lives. But I've also heard there's a 
case in the medical records of a 
man who actually drowned him­
self by drinking too much water.

“ No horse player ever drowned 
at a well-run track."

Then 
for hours the paCke'd crowd waits 
for the ‘‘mlrscle" —  the divine 
fire which shoots out from two 
holes in the side of the sepulchre.

“ symhalle miracle," but to many 
simple pilgrims the miracle atlll 
la genuine.

As the crowd waits, groups -of 
youths stage w ild ' sword dances. 
One youth is mounted on the 
shoulders of his friends and they 
surge through the crowd chanting 
primitive slogans in Greek or 
Arabic. The youth on top swings 
a sword over the heads of the 
mob.

In Iate.yea‘k‘8 the use of a real 
sword has been discouraged. 
The sword-bearer ..-now uses a 
stick or whip; Ijiat Easter, one 
brandished a revolver.

Then Arab Legion police fight 
to clear a path for church digni­
taries to open the tomb.

A hush falls. A name juts out. 
A shout of “ He is risen” , snd 
bedlam breaks loose.

Candle after candle is lighted 
from the Holy Fire, across the 
tops of the crowd, high up to the 
fa ^ e s t  reaches of the balconies 
and rafters above, to the nooks 
and comers of the church, tq-the 
courtyard outside, even to the- 
top* of- building* across the 
street.  ̂ '

Arab/ and Israeli jMlireman 
open, the gates across no-man’s 
land as runners carry' the fire 
from Arab'Patastine into Israel.

A path Wi cleared around the 
Holy Sepulchre, and Oriental 
churchmen join . in a joyful pro- 
reasloq. Cymbals,, clang and hap­
py hymns are sung. Copts in purple 
robes. Armeniana in golden vest- 
ments, Ethiopians in red, and Arab

dragomen in brilliant livary bright­
en the ritual.

On Eaater Eve the resurrection 
of Chriat la. observed in an even 
stranger ceremony to thq beat of 
African tom toms under the full 
moon on ihe roof of the church. 
This primitive rite is called “ the 
search for the body of Christ’ ’ by

The National Guard needs young 

men between the ages of 17 and 
181s years of age to carry on the 
traditioiri' of the Guard. In the 
past three weeks, this column has 
devoted Itself to., bring about a 
better understanding about the 
National Guard. ‘This week we 
will talk about annual-^ summer 
camp and retirement benefits.

Your annual 15 days of summer 
field training has many advan­
tages.

Board Criticizes Town 
Engineer for Taking 
Unauthorized Action
The Board of Directors laat 

night v'alved requirement* for 
,competitive bidjiing and set April 
26 *a the date for a public hearing 
on an appropriation of '$5,118 to 
pay for repairs to the bulldozer 
which operates at the tov.-n dis­
posal area off Olcott St. and to pay 
for rental of another bulldozer 
uaed while th^ town’a w m  out of 
operation.

The Directors were critical of 
Town Engineer James H. Sheekey, 
however, for going ahead with the 
repairs without consulting them 
flrst.

The bulldozer casing was found 
cracked in February and had it 
repaired by the W. I.- Clark Co. 
of New Haven, distributor for In­
ternational T. D. b'llldozera. He 
said co'.npetitiv’e bidding would not 
be feasible. Cost of the repair was 
$3,200 and coat of rental was 
$1,918.

Sheekey attributed the crack in 
the casing to overwork because of 
deep frost at the town dump 
where the bulldozer handles the 
aapttary land flil.

TWrector Walter Mahoney said 
he- felt it should be trsded In for 
a new smaller one. He said he 
favored using a smaller b<illdo*er 
and not working it so hard.

Director Jacob Miller asserted 
that the towp should get bond 
counsel’s advice in order .to avoid 
a situation where residents qf the 
north end who are not aervlced by 
the Water Dept, or^the Sewer 
Dept, are penallzad.

Acccordlng to the charter, the 
town shoula levy a tax If water 
rates do not pay fhr operation of 
the department and improvementa.

Mahoney opposed waiving bids 
on the contract as agent for the 
town because he said the First 
National Bonk of Manchester la in 
a better poaitlon to handle the 
work now than when the first $2,- 
450,000 school bonds were issued.

Summer Classes
H arford, Conn., .April 7—The 

Trinity College Summer School 
will offer residence facilities for 
women as well as men this year, 
it waa announced by Robert M. 
Vogel, director of the Suminer 
School.

Opening of the Sunimer School 
June 28 will mark the' first time 
in Trinity's 133>.year-old history 
that women students have lived on 
the College Campus. Women have, 
been admitted to Summer School 
ever since 1935, when it was start­
ed as a special program. designed 
primarily for teachers. Up to this 
year, however, only men have been 
permitted to live on the campus of 
the traditional liberal arts college.

The change in policy will no 
longer limit attendance of women 
at the Trinity summer session to 
those who live in the immediate' 
Hartford area, Mr. Vogel said. One 
domitory, Ogilby Hall, will be 
used for women, while men will 
live In the new Freshman Dormi­
tory. Both dormitories will be 
under the direction of graduate 
students studying for their mas­
ters degree.

He kept up a barrage o f charges 
and counter-charges that were to 
figu re in the 1993 elections and 
which were to lead him Into fights 
w ith Tydings and Benton.

McCarthy led off by accusing 
Tydings o f a “whitewesh" In 
the Investigation o f M cCarthy ’s 
charges o f Communism in the ad­
ministration. Tydings' accused Mc­
Carthy o f making false accusa­
tions.

The bitter fight between Me-. 
Oarthy and Tydings, veteran of 38 
years in Congress, evolved in a 
personal feud that spilled over into 
Tydings’ campaign fo r  re-election 
in 1990.

In  that year Tydings lost to 
John Marshall Butler, a Republi­
can.

M cCarthy personally, went into 
Maryland on Butler’s behalf, and 
there followed what a five-member 
Senate subcommittee described in 
a unanimous report as a "despica­
ble, back street type o f campaign.”  

Fake Photograph 
There appeared in Maryland a 

composite photograph purporting 
to show Tydings talking to 
Communist leader Earl Browder. 
The fake picture showed up in a 
campaign tabloid< which accused 
T y d i n g s  ot "whitewash”  in 
the Communism-ln-governmcnt in- 
vestigration.

The elections subcommittee ' o f 
the Senate Rules Committee said 
"th e implication o f such tactics 
as a threat to our American prin­
ciples should be obvious and 
frighten ing," Three Democrats and 
two Republicans made up the sub­
committee.

McCarthy said he couldn’t prove 
he had been dSpiaged because he 
couldn’ t- find anyone who believed 
Benton’s charges. Benton said 
2,000 persons had written him that 
they .would volunteer to say they 
believed the charges.

In. the end, the three-map sub­
committee investigating McCarthy 
said the m atter transcenMd parti­
san polltica "and goes tb the very 
core o f the Senate body’s author­
ity, in tegrity and tliie respect in 
which It is held b^ the people of 
this country."

'The subcommittee raised a se­
ries o f  questions which it  said 
only M cCarthy could answer.
Since he had refused to appear, it 
said it  cOuld do nothing but re­
port thS m atter to the Senate 
without recommendation.

The 'I'ydings campaign was to 

have echoes in McCarthy's bid for 
re-election in 1992. T’>'dings offered 
McCarthy 129,000 it he would go 
before any federal grand jury and 
offer evidence sufficient to convict 
any one who was In the State 
Dept, in 1990 as a Communist.
McCarthv did not accept.

But even before McCarthy be­
came embroiled with Tydings he 
was greeted in the Senate June 1,
1990, with a document that the 
author, Mrs. Smith, called "A.
Declaration o f Conscience." I t  Waa 
signed by Mrs. Smith and six other 
Republican Senators —  T o b e y ,
George D. A iken  o f 'Vei'mont,
Wa.vne 1̂ , Morse o f ’ Oregon, Irv ing 
M. Ives  o f N ew  ITork, Edward J,
Thye o f Minnesota and Robert C.

tVhile the declaration did not 
mention M cCarthy by name, it 
was almost universall.y conceded to 
be aimed at M cCarthy and his 
methods.
