' A Marine Corps captain slashed 
his three small children to death 
with a hatchet last night, wounded 
his wife, and then, police reported, 
took his own life by jabbing a 
butt:her knife into his throat.

Coroner Talbert Jones of Onslow 
County identified the officer as 
Capt. Mlchrel .P. Carroll of Au­
gusta, Ga. He was stationed at 
nearby Camp Lejeune.

Jones said the j'oungest of the 
three Children, Michael Philip, Jr., 
about 4, was savagely beaten to 
death at the Carroll home on the 
outskirts of Jacksonx'ille in an out­
burst of bnitality that began About 
iO p. m.

Two daughters, Mary Katherine. 
7, and Sara Beth, ai^ut 5. died 
shortly afterwards at the U. S. 
Naval Hospital.

Mrs. Carroll, cut several times 
on the head, was described by 
hospital attendants as in a serious, 
condition.

Jones said no motive had been 
established for the slayings.

Carroll attacked his family ‘af­
ter the rhl|dren had gone to bed 
— all were in night clothes—and 
apparently assaulted his wife first, 
the coroner reported.

A civilan neighbor, S. J. Hutch­
inson. said he heard Mrs. Carroll 
scream just before she fled into 
the front yard, her head bleeding 
from multiple wounds.

Hutchin.sbn said he ran into the 
Carroll's home and sought to re- 
strsin Can-oil, whereupon the of­
ficer seized a butcher knife and

stuck it into his throat. Ha said 
the captain's face had "the wildest 
look I had ever seen.”  *

T hus the .Senator 
is  b i-partisan  in his a ttack s .

S enato r McQsirthy had an 
luidience of 26 S enators when he 
began and  12 when he finished.

A nd M r. S tassen ’.s re to r t w as 
Im m ediate and hot; The Senator's 
charge, he said, w as rnn tastlcslly  
un true .

ga tion  of h ir. SteuSHcn. B ut tlic

We are pleased .that o th er peor 
pics seem to  tru s t us, w ithout 
fear.

B ut we resent it  th a t they  seem 
to think th a t they, are dealing w ith 
som ething th a t is a world empire, 
even if it is benevolent. , Why 
should we w an t m ilitary  bases in 
Ethopia, of all places? Yet ap ­
paren tly ' Haile Selassie knows his 
g ift is handsonre and welcome, and 
apparen tly  he knows it is some­
th ing we w ant. Perhaps we want 
bases in E thiopia because it  is one 
of the few places w here we don t 
have bases. P e rh ap s we have 
come to the point w here we have 
bases everyw here and w an t bases 
everj’wh'ere.

O ur purpose in w anting  ba.se.s 
ever.t’w here ia.benevolent. We w ant 
to p ro tec t an A m erican peace, 
ju s t as the RdmanS had bases 
'everyw here to  p ro tec t the Roman 
peace. W e w an t to  serve tlie world, 
ju s t as the Rom ans served it.

All th is w'e can understand, and 
rtill a  p a r t  o f'ua  resen ts It. A pai^t 
of us does no t w an t to  be an em ­
pire, even a  benevolent empire. A 
p a rt of ua does no t w an t the world 
to th ink  th a t  we w an t haaes 
everyw here, even for the best of 
purpoaea. A p a r t of ua wishea this 
endless procession of foreign po­
ten ta te s , whose m ere coming here 
is a  sym bol of th e ir  hom age to 
our power, would ju s t s tay  home. 
A p a r t  of us is tru ly  afra id  of 
g rea tn ess—this kind o f greatness, 
a t  any  ra te . A  p a r t  o f us doesn 't 
w an t to  be m as te r of th e  world, 
even th e  kindly m aster. A p a r t of 
us doesn 't th ink  any  one nation, 
no m a tte r  .how g rea t, should trend 
in to  policing, the whole world.

A p a r t  of us W’ishes w e would 
exert w h a t prestige and pow er we 
have th rough  some higher organi­
zation, like the U nited Natlon.s, 
and in its  nam e, ra th e r  then  in our 
own nam e. A p a r t o i us wishes we 
would no t fall, quite so easily, 
w ith  quite such easy justifications 
and excuses, ,.into the trapp ings 
and com m itm ents of empire.

A p a r i  of us w ishes th is kind of 
tra ffic  could be tw o-w ay in 
character, }x’lth  us giving Haile 
Selassie th e  rig h t to  build m ilitary  
bases here, too.

He Doesn’t Go Home
I t  is symbolic of the situation  in 

Indo-China th a t, while Dien Blen 
Phu falls, and the whole of Indo- 
China m ay be a t  stake. Ban Dai 
the chief of s ta te  of 'Viet N am , la 
spending hjr tim e in a French vil 
la, ra th e r  than  a t  home rallying 
his own people to  political un ity  
and vigorous resistance to Com­
munism . ,

T lirre  is  a  very elem ental rea 
son, however, why Bao Dai re ­
mains in F rance  and does not go 
home to  his people. It" is th a t ho 
has no t Obtained, in France, ev?n 
yet, w hat he w an ts to be able to 
take home to hin people. I t  is th a t 
he know s th a t going home w ithout 
th is can accom plish nothing.

F rance, in the past few weeks, 
has been going through the mo- 

’tions of g ran tiiig  "independence ' 
to Viet' N am . But, even a t th is late 
dale,, it has been a i;onditional in ­
dependence. Tlic bargain  is th a t 
Viet N am  can be "free" if it 
pledges, a t  the sam e monrent it 
accepts its .frectloni, to rem ain 
w ithin the F rench Union,' w ith de­
tailed reservations of privileges 
and au th o iity  for the French.

The m otives of the French a re  
i.ndrrstandable. W hy should they 
give up .something they have bben 
fighting  for?  More im portan tly , 
they  have to consider the effect oi 
what they do in Indo-China ' on' 
other- sei tions of the French em ­
pire. If they give full freedom to 
Indo-Chma. how ra n  they, ju stify  
refu.sing it to o ther French pos­
sessions. lik e ' those in N orth  
A frica?

Still, however well we m ay suc­
ceed in understanding the a ttitu d e  
of th e  French, we cannot fai,l to 
undersfand som ething el.se as wall. 
W hat the French offer to  . Indo- 
■China ia j io  good, and does no 
good. It- is no t enough to  take 
Bao Dai home to t iy  to function 
as a leader of his people.

Valente Reversed
No decent new spaper w anted to  

p rin t all the lurid detail.s in the 
fam ous Jelke case. And mo.sl new s­
papers reg re tted  that' any ‘issue 
pf freedom of the press and 
judicial cen’rforship'' lind tb  be in- 
VHjIved in th a t kind of sordid ease. 
N onethelers, when Judge V’alentc 
barred  the press from  attending 
certa in  portions of the tria l, he 
raised the issue of freedom  of the 
press and censorship.

And the issue hav ing  -been 
-raised, i t  ia g<x>d th a t  the h igher 
court in New Y ork s ta te  k a s  dealt 
w ith it, ruling, in  fac t, tha^ the 
very tr ia l itself was- m ade invalid 
by Judge V alente 's o rder barring  
the press. The h igher court, re ­
versed Je lk e 's  lionvtcUon on th e  
ground that,, how ever gu ilty  he 
m i^ht be, h is  - tr ia l .could not be 
fa ir w hen th e -p ressu re  of giving 
testim ony w h ith  would be. public 
w as applied only to  w itnesses on 
one aide bf the case.

And on the buameas ofx̂ a judge

Imposing censorship oh the press, 
the h igher .court decision said:

'We cpnceiye i t  tb  be no p a r t of 
the w ork of the jjidiciary upon the 
facts here pre.seiited to decide 
w hat a  ncw.spaper p iin ts  or to 
w hat portion bf the people it 
catci.s to  sell it papers. A judge 
m ay have his personal opinion as 
to the gCK>d ta s te  of w hnt m ay 
appear in public p rin t bu t when 
serving as a judicial officer he has 
no. r igh t in a situation  such aa th is 
to res tra in  or d ic ta te  w hat por­
tion of C ourt proceedings shall be 
made available for reading by the 
publie."

To ‘have no a rtific ia l o r arbi- 
trar.v eu ita in  placed in front of 
the facts, hu t to  have eafh  new s­
paper free to p rin t w hat it pleases 
according to it.s tas te , and the 
public flee to  buy according to its 
taste , th a t is the necc.ssary con­
dition for a  free press. Judge 
V alente 's proper au tlio iity  in the 
Jelke ease w as to rhoose w hat 
new spaper aero iin t of it he him ­
self m ight p refer to read, hut no t 
to  try - to  determ ine w hat 160,000,- 
pOO o ther Amorican.s could read 
about it.

The key to  understand ing  is

realit.v o f^ u m a n  freedom. M an ia 
not absolutely, free, but he is rea l- 
l.v free withih''--B restric ted  area  
of life. He p o i^ s s e s  consider­
able llbert.v in tu rn ''to w a rd  Gdd 
in reveren t obedience, bu t like- 
wi.se he is free to  tu rn  from  God

in defiant rebellion. H e can  ahow 
m erry  to  his fellows, b u t he can 
seek vengeance. He holds enor­
mous pow ers o f self-centeredness, 
bu t he i.s able to  throw  him self 
w ith abandon in to  the doing of 
God's will.

Because God alw ays tru s ts  his 
children w;ith freedom  of choice, 
k e  can safeguard  them  from  one 
ano ther only a.s he w ins them  to 
the w ays of wisdom ‘and good­
ness. TTiia does not m ean th a t 
God leaves us helpless Victims. 
H e make.s available resoprees 
which enable -us t,o live trium ­
phantly  in the m idst of persecu­
tion and pain.
