And naturally.- we put a roll of . 
towels—or a highly automatIcTow- 
el dispenser that snatches away , 
the towel as soon as we yank i 
on it—on the wall about four and , 
a half or five feet from the floor. | 

Now the hand washing proced­
ure goes something like this, as 
w e,view  It. First we wash the 
hands. Then we glance at the roll 
of towels or the dispenser and we 
make a menial note that if we 
reach up from our present stance, 
water will drip from our hands 
down our wrists to our cuffs, soft- 
er.-ing the starch somewhat.

So we step back a pace, tajte a 
new stance with legs spread slight­
ly and we reach across to the. 
tow'cls. attempting to keep our 
hands below the level of our wrists. 
It looks quite funny, in caw you've 
never noticed.

Not only is it a ridiculous pose, 
it's also futile. It just doesn't do 
any good because the water runs 
down -Our 'wrists anyway. And if 
we insist on flghting back against 
the dispenser, the water has time 
to run all the way down to our 
elbows.

Among us. there are some more 
acute than the rest. They vigor­
ously shake their hands to get 
rid of the excess water. Generally 
this cavises Ihe water to spray 
over shirt and trousers,
\ Now the solution is perfectly 
obvious. All we have to do is pul 
the roll down lower on the wall 
or put the dispenser lower and tip 
I't Upside down—which might take 
some of the fight out of it, inci­
dentally.

Bloodmobile operation at Wood­
ruff Hall on 'Monday, fropi 12:45 
to 5:30 p.'m., the chapter office of 
the Red Cross in Manchester has 
released the folLwing information 
In reference to requests for re’- 
pUcement fpr bIo;>d fm- Connecti­
cut residents in out-of-state hos­
pitals. ■ '

"It is most important that 
donors who wish to have their 
blood used for such replacement 
purpose, contact the Manchester 
chapter office when the recipient 
enters the hospital, or, if possible, 
prior to that time if such sdvance 
information is available. The lo­
cal office, or the area Blood Cen­
ter, canndt assure such, donors 
t'cat the blo< J can be ' replaced 
from' Red Cross supplies: and the 
process through which the In- 
inqulry must go, Is often a pro­
tracted One.

"The reason why ruch assiir- 
onre cannot be given does not de­
volve upon Red Cross lesponsibil- 
ity. Many hospitals outside such 
areas where the Red Cross Blood 
Program operates, will not accept 

-4he free Red Cross blood. Some 
lequire two pints replccement for 
every pint u ed. So.-ne, have a 
rigid 30-day replacemefi't require­
ment:

"These strictures are not within 
the jurisdiction of anyone in the 
Red Cross and must he investi­
gated before assurance can - be 
given that leplr.cenient ran he 
made. We luirry such requests 
as speedily as possible: hut' an­
swers are frequently held up from 
the other end until the replace­
ment time period has passed."

He was the first scheduled wlt- 
ne.ss as the subcommittee, under 
the chairmanship of Sen. .Tenner

at developing new ground rules for 
the conduct of Senate committee 
investigations.

The three-member subcommit-, 
tec reserved the big Senate caucus 
room, scene of the recent televised 
McCurthy-Amiy hearings, for Its 
own inqi Iry,

The stormy public probe of the 
row between Sen. McCarthy (R- 
W isl and .top Artriy officials was“ 
one but by no-means the on lv^  
committee proceeding bringing nut 
demands for tighter rules on Con­
gressional Inveatigations.

Bush introduced his re.solution 
during the McCarthy-Army affair, 
calling the hearings "an unpleas­
ant spectacle" and declaring that 
had the Senate adopted and in­
sisted on fair investigating proce­
dures.., ."these hearings probably 
would not have been neces.snry.”

The televising of hearings, on 
which views of Senators conflict 
sharply.

I t  doesn 't seem ti) have too 

m uch slgTiificance At the moment, 
b u t m ay  be fru itfu l la ter. This 
country  has finally  abandoned-,-in 
Its  negotiations over the possibil­
i ty  o f In ternational control of the 
atom , the requirem ent we our­
selves would never accept.

In  th e  revised proposals sub­
m itted  to  the U nited N ations dis­
a rm am en t conferences recently  
held in  L o n d ^ , the U nited S ta tes  
-put fo rw ard  S' detailed outline of 
th e  proposed operation  of an  in­
te rn a tio n a l a tom ic au thority . 
Which would have fhe job of polic­
ing  th e  world ag a in s t atom ic 
w ar.

In  th is outline of ours we have, 
fo r the f irs t time, om itted  the re­
quirem ent th a t  th e  in ternational 
a tom ic au th o rity  be itself th e  own­
e r  of all atom ic resourcct suid fe- 
cillties.

T here w a s  a  tim e, tw o or three 
y ea rs  a f te r  the proposals fo r in- 
tem dU onel control of ' the  atom  
w ere f irs t  launchei^ when th is  re ­
quirem ent Atood.'on the record, as 

, th e  only m ajo r provision of our 
ITm  R ussia  w ould not accept. 
G radually , as we ourselves have 
begun  ven tu ring  in to  the peace­
fu l applications of atom ic energy, 
I t h a s  become c lia r  th a t w e  our­
selves would no rnoce consent 
In ternational ow nership of .atom ic 
resources tlian  we w ould consent 
to  such ow nership for our cOal or 
stee l-Industry . Now, a t  least, we 

■\aeem form ally  to  have abandoned 
the requirem ent.

T he days w hen th a t  w as the 
( ^ e f  stum bling block,' and when 
we would no t give it  up w ere ra th ­
e r. sim plified days for the atom ic 
problem . Then we alone had  the 
a to m ic  bomb. Now R ussia is also 
im' a tom ic pow er, and, therefore, 
possessed of m ore bargain ing  pow­
e r  in m a tte rs  of atom ic control. 
Now  both of us a re  engaged in the 
g re a te s t a rm s race of all tim e— 
g re a te s t because th e  single weap- 

■ ons in i t  a re  each capable of p ro ­
ducing th e  w nount of death  tvhich 

. m ig h t have represented  'th e  to tal 
casualty, toll of ail old fa.shioned 
w ar. Now, in.slead of posing a.s 
ready  to  .give up atom ic weapons, 
the U nited S ta te s  itself h as dra- 

' r ia tic a lly  :j tc re d  its  own long- 
ran g e  m ilita ry ,'p lan n in g  to  rely 

'  'upon  the .atom as its  principal 
V/eapqn. fo r a  long tim e to  come. 
Now iRussia, n o t as m uch-w orried 
by the  m enace pf tlie atom  as we 
are , show s precious l.ttlc  in te rest 

•in  m eeting  aiiy of our a ttitude^  on 
dl'sarm em ent.' I P erhaps Ru-ssia, is 
sincere  and th in k s 'it  is r igh t in its 
Idea tf ia t  the w ay to  d isarm  is to 
d iaarn i. B u t it'-ia much in ire  like­
ly  th a t  i t  la really  not In telesled  

, in diaarriiam ent a t  all, and is 
m erely  speclsuking, in d isarm a­
m en t diplom acy, in the business 
of avoiding any  proposals th a t 

• m igh t ac tua lly  be accepted by 
Anybody.' ^

' N obodji on either side, woincs 
w ith in  a  million miles of the only 
k ind o f  d isarm am ent which would 
be real.- T hat would disarm  the 
nations, on the one hand,' and arm  
a  U nited  N ations police force, on 
the o ther. And no d isarm am ent 
w hich h a lts  sh o rt of ^ v in g  the 
U nited  N ations m ore pol'ce power' 

•than any  individual nation  or 
g roup  of nations will meon a  sin­
gle th ing  s s  a  guaran tee  of peace. 
T hat, a lthough  It m ay be judged 
to  be a  world necessity, seem s as 
f a r  o u t o f n 'se h  a s  ever.

'This 
w as an unprecedented develop­
m ent in A m erican h istory , i t  
seemed to  m ark  the end of Iso la­
tionism. T t seemed to  pledge th is 
nation no t only to  the 'prom otion 
of the ideals embodied In the U n it­
ed N ations C harter, bu t also to  
some acceptance of these ideals 
and principles for itself.

On F riday  las t week, the Sen­
a te  voted again. The vote again  
w as oveiwhelm ing, a  vole of 69 
to  1. W hat it adopted, thla time, 
w as a re.splutlon w hich had the 
m ain purpose of w arn ing  in te rn a ­
tional Communism to s tay  out of 
th is hemi.spliere. T hat, in itself, 
could have been rou tine enough. 
B u t the resolution w en t fu rther. 
I t  selected the Organix.stion of 
A m erican .States as the organixa- 
tion whoae jurisd iction  it would 
bleas in the  situalioh  in G uate­
m ala. And this, in tu rn , am ounted 
to a  proclam ation of Senate op­
position, 69 to 1, to  th e  proposi­
tion th a t  the U nited N ations 
should concern itse lf w ith the 
situation  iq  G uatem ala.

M any of the men w ho voted, in 
1945, to  have thia country  as.sume 
the solemn obligations of m em ber­
ship in the United N ations, w ere 
also p resen t las t F riday, and 
v o te d . ag a in s t havi.ig the U nited 
N ations function in th e  American 
hem isphere. And, of course, if the 
U nited N ations cannot function in 
one parlic tila r hemisphere, there  
is no reason in principle w hy it  
should be able to  function in  any.

These, th ings are h a rd  to believe. 
N ot all of I the Senators involved, 
of course, had any  d irec t in ten t to  
kill the U nited N ations. 'They 
th o u g h t' they  w ere casting  a  
pa trio tic  vote ag a in s t Com m u­
nism. Some of thorn probably 
never realized tha t, in aim ing a t  
one tArget, they could not avoid 
h ittin g  Another w hich w as not 
Communi.sm a t  all, b u t this gen­
era tion 's  flickering hope of some 
kind of w orld order w hich could 
keep peace. B u t some of them  did 
realize, and know w lia t they w ere 
doing, too, and undoubteiily r e ­
joiced, aecretly, th a t  they had a t  
long la s t reversed th a t  vote of 
1945.

Sarajevo, Yugoslavia,. June 28 
(A*)— Forty years ago today, a big 
open touring car stopped on a matn 
Sarajevo street amid hundreds- of 
spectators. A  shot rang out and a 
large bemedaled man In the rear, 
seat pitched forward, mortally 
wounded.

While the crowd gasped In hor­
ror, the pistol barked again. This 
time the beautiful white-gowned 
woman crumpled and rolled from 
the seat.

Fifteen minutes later the Arch­
duke Franz Ferdinand, heir to the 
Austrian-Hungarikn throne, and 
his wife, the Countess Sophie 
Shotek. were dead. This double as-. 
sasstnstion 6n June 28, 1914, trig­
gered the first of the two great 
wars of the ,20th century.

Today, as oii every anniversary! 
the people’of this ancient Bosnian 
city field "  Service of remembrance 
— not for the royal -couple that

died, but for the assassin, a student 
named Gavrilo Priheip.

Princip, 20 years old when he 
fired the fatal shots, touched off a 
diaaatroua four-year war. But in 
Bosnian eyes he alao acc^pliahed 
his purpose— freedom from Austro- 
Hungarian nlle. Yugoeiavta be­
came a free and United Nation at 
the end of World War I. Princip 
died in an Austrian prison and is 
burled in Slarajevo in a ceremonial 
tomb.

The 78-year-old i 
Chancellor ha.s been having a rug­
ged time even with his own coali­
tion aupporters.'

In recent weeks Adenauer ha* 
had to deal with a rising clamor 
demanding - that' the Allies give 
West. Ggrman full sovereignty at 
once. Instead of-waiting fnr rati­
fication of the European Defense 
Community (EDC) a* provided in 
the Allied-West German peace con­
tract.

The Chancellor told the voters' he 
believed the Germans should be 
given sovereignty in the near 
future, but he refused to waver 
from his support of EDC at the 
present time.

Secretary of State Dulles added 
Adenauer’s campaign last week by 
saying he believed the Germans 
should be given back their sover- 
eignto if the French fail to ratify 
the EDC soon.

The six EDC nations plan a con­
ference bn the Amy plan in Brus­
sels next month. Adenauer already 
has vorwed h* will not consider imy, 
alternatives of the pact.

Soviet occupied East Germany 
began a three-day '-plebiscite last- 
night on the EuropeM Army. plan. 
Thirteen million voters, plus 
youths between 16 and 18, are vot­
ing on thia question:

"Are you for a peace treaty and 
withdrawal of occupation troops?

A good many successful and 
prominent people were bom with 
a split upper lip or a gap in the 
structure at the roof of the 
mouth. *nie former condition 1* 
called harelip and the )at,ter cleft 
palate. . The two often occur to­
gether.

The fact that so many have 
achieved s.uccess in life in apite 
of one. or both of these defects 
proves, however, that such hand­
icaps need not stand in the way 
pf a. full add satisfactory life.

THESE CONDITIONS fall In 
the group of what are called con­
genital defects. A person ia born 
with them and the ca)ts« there­
fore has’ been operating before 
birth. -It seenis likely that-Uiey 
are the reiiult of some influence 
existing before birth rather than 
being truly hereditary disorders.

*rhe studies which show that 
German measles In the mother 
during the first three months of 
pregnancy predisposes to con­
genital defects throw soma light 
on hoW this kind of thing could 
work.

• • •
IT IS naturally a shock to the 

parents to.’ ha.ve a . child bom 
with a harelip or cleft palate. 
But the parents should not be 
too discouraged. Surgery can 
help enormously, not only in the 
ap^arance, but also in forestall­
ing the speech difficulties which 
are such a serious part of the 
condition.

*rhc nature of the operation 
needed should be planned early. 
Some prefer to operate 'S’hUe the 
child is quite young,, aa thia may 
avoid some of the speech ’ and 
other difficulties which would be. 
encountered by postponing treat­
ment. '

Others favor surgery at about 
four years old. Either way there 
are questions of postoperative 
care: speech training and dental 
adju.stments to mention the two 
which are probably - most Im­
portant.

*  *  * -

FROXI THE standpoint of ap­
pearance as well as that of speech, 
the best possible correction of 
harelip or cleft palate is Import­
ant.. Children are even more 
.sensitive about “how they look 
than grownups, and a aenaittve 
child with a "dUferent" looking 
face can develop all sort*.of com­
plexes, especially excessive shy- 
ne.ss.

It is wise therefore to mid(e 
the lip look as normal as ponible 
early.' in )ife; also, the ' parents 
should be aware of the psycho­
logical difficulties faced by the 
child.

The youngster should be helped 
to meet any thou^tlesa or cruel 
remarks of playfmlows. Over pro­
tection on the part of the parents 
can be as'harmful, as neglect!
