Washington, Aug. § (F—A tax
cut halled chiefly as a boon to
corporations actually will benefit
more individual taxpayers than
&ny other one part of the new ux
revision law,

Experts estimate almoat 10 mll-
lon persons will pay reduced in-
come taxess next spring becaupe
of ‘much faster reductions . for
wear and tear on new equipment
or bulldinga,

A farmer can benefit if he gots
& new.tractor or barn, & grocer or
other shopowner can btmﬂ! if he
buys a new display counter, a
lawyer cun benefit on books for
his law library, a doctor f'
tax cut on new medical equ pment.
A land lord benefits on permanent
improvements o _ hia property,
even & writer can benefit if he
buys a new typewriter,

Altogether, individual taxpayers
are expected to gel tax reductlom
from this provision amounting to
73 milllon dollars the firat year,
much more Iater. The same provi-
sion will cut taxes on an estimated
600,000 corporations by about 281
million dollars the first year,

You can cigim depreciation de-
ductions on bulldings or equpiment
which are used in producing in-
come and which have n useful }ife
of thres years or more. You can't
deduct, for example, on a home or
car not uped in business, If the
useful life in lesn than three years,
you deduct the cost of the item ax
& regular buainess expense but not
as depreciation.

Deductions Spread

Depreciation deductions are
spread over the years of useful life
of an item, They add up eventually
to the total cost of the item. They
are deducted from your income,
before you apply the tax rate.

The hew Inw permits much big-
ger deductions on new equipment
or bulldings in the first years of
useful life. That means smaller de-
ductions toward the end of the pe-
riod of useful life; For millions of
taxpayers, it means substantially
Jower taxes over the next few

. years,

And you can wind up with a big
over-all tax out if you wmell the
item before. its useful life is over—
after taking the big deductions In
the early years,

The .more liberal treatment ap-
plies Lo  new - equipment bought
after Dec. 31, or to construction
started after Dec. 81. If construc-
tion was started before then, but
completed later, the more liberal
allowances npply only to that part
of the construction cost after Dec.
31. Thé new dedictions may be
clalmed In 1054 tax returns- due
next April 15,

NOTE: You can’t claim the new
deduct| i€ you buy used equip-
ment. The old niles mu apply In
that case, .

Stralght Line Method

Under the old law, generally you
figured the useful life of the new
item and deducted the cost in equal
annual  installmenits over that
period. Thus a $10,000 item with
10 years of life would mean a
$1, deduction each year for 10

ears. This ia called the “straight-
ine” method.

Under the new rules, you are
given geveral possible new methods
of figuring deductions. The most
fmportant are call
ing balance” method and the "sum
of the years' digits” method, They
sound frightfully complicated, but
they aren't s difficult when you
git down to work them out.

Under the declining balance, first
you figure the pergentage deduc-
tion allowed each year under the
old law, In the example above, that
would be 10 per cent. Then you
double the percentage. In this ex-
ample, you {el 20 per cent,

\ou for the first year, you de-
duct that percentage from the lotal
cost. Thus ths first Year you get
a deduction of $2.000 instcad of

51,000, And each succeeding year, |°

you apply that same 20 per-cent
to the remrining balance of the
cost—not to the entire cost. You
have already deducted §2,000, so
in the second year you would de-
duct 20 per cent of $5,000, or $1.-
600, The third year you would
deduct 20.per cent of $6400, or
$1.280.

In the first three years under
the declining balance method,. you
would deduct $4,880 instecd of the
$3,000 under the old law., Al a 25
per, cent tax rate,
an actual tax cut of 5470 the first
three years,

The German Assets Bill

During the war we seizsed Ger-
man assets in this country,
whether they belonged to the
German government or to Ger-
man individuals. Some of these as-
sets we liquidated. Olhers we
turned over to American in-
Lerests,

After the war, it was developed
ax general policy for the Western
Allles. that they would keep such
German asscts, in place of claim-
ing ‘war reparations from the Ger-
mans, This meant that countries
like the Netherlands, Belgium and
France got some small compensa-
tion, in the form of such former
German assets, for all the damage
and looting the Germans did in
thalr country. For this damage
and looting the Germans are not
othérwise being held responsible.
We in this country, of course,
suffered no damage to property
from German war efforts. They
looted none of our machinery or
other assots. They destroyed none
of our cities. And now we, In this
country, have a policy for mak-
ing this same Germany our ally,
our best anl strongest friend.on
the continent of Europe. So there
ia in the Senste a bill which would
sither return to the Germans as-
sets  which were asized In  thig
country, or compensate them in
cash, by appropriation . from
Amaerican taxpayers, )

But if.we, in this cotintry, and
in our ‘present mood about Ger-
many, feel generous enough to do
this, some of our allies, who suf-
fered more dumage than will ever
Lbe repaid in any way, are natural-
ly upset about It. For if we ahould
do this, then Germany would be
putting pressure on them to do
the same thing.

But it is not only a generous
mood toward Germany which in-
spires us. We are also concerned
with principle, and the peoineiple
involved says that individuals
should not be punished for the ac-
tons of governnients—that in-
dividual Germans should mot be
robbed because the German gov-
ernment happened to cause a Jot
of destruction in other countries.

But if we are .merely feeling
generous to Germany, say other
countries, why don't we just make
§ Eift to Germany, and let it go
AL that? And if we are suddenly
aware " of the principle that in-
dividuals should not suffer for the
crimes committed by their gov-
ernment, say

make a restaurant cup of coffee,
and that whah coffee costs $1.40
a pound it cosst the restaurant 2.8
cenls per cup, )

“Hence," says the Commission
report, “the recent coffee price
spiral added less than 1 cent to
the cost of a cup of coffee. Yet,
restaurants generally raised prices
from & to 10 cents & cup.”

The main recommendation of
the Fedcral Trade Commission is
that the government impose
stricter controls on ccffee trading
in order to avold excessive specu-
lation.

Says Senator

Hartford, Aug. 9 “Um—State
Senator  Charles McKew Parr,
author, farmer and Industrialist,
claims that Connecticut’s little
town libraries havé been “left fla-
cally stranded.”

“Deprived of sustaining reve-
nues, they '‘are gasping for sur-
vival” iHe Chester Senator says
in an article in the corrent Issue

+ | of Likrary Journal,

Parr, chairman of a Legisiative
sub-committee studying state ald
to rural libraries, points ot that
in 1852 more than half of 155
towns reporting to the atats each
spent leas than $1,000 for books in
the entire year.

During the same year, he said, a
third of the Connecticut librariesa
added fewer than 300 volumes to
their shelves out of an available
atock of 10,000 new books,

“That sounds incredible In =
proud Yankee commonwealth
which is In the very forefront
among Lhe states in its colleges,
schools and which has one of the
Iargest per capita incories In the
nation." he added.
