It
costa more than §$15000 and re-
quires the services of 18 super-
visora—two for each of the nine
playgrounds—eight lifeguards for
the two swimming pools, and a
nimber of maintenance workers,
who are needed to ' keep the
grounds and ball fields in shape.

But the worth of any play-
ground program s mensured not
in these terma but in the number
of children who use the play-
ground facilities, and a quick look
arotind the recreation areas one
day recently indicated these were
being used,

Meanwhile, & half dozen young-

Boys Play Ball

Life Term
Is Revoked

For Provoo

New York, Aug.
The U. 8. Court of Appeals
today reversed the treason
conviction and life sentence
given former Army Staff
Sgt. John David Provoo.

The court said Provoo should
not have been tried in New York,
and also the government had no
right to cross examine him on a
collateral issue of homosexuality.

Convicted of Alding Japa

Provoo, a former San Francisco
bank clerk, was convicted of alding
the Jupanese after the fall of Cor-

dor in the Philippines,

e was accused, among other
things, of broadcasting for the
Japanese, and of causing the death
of a fellow American prisoner by
glving derogatory reports on him
to their captors.

He went to trial here Oct, 27,
1952, and was found guilty on
Feb. 11, 1853, He was sentenced
to a life term and a fine of §10,000.

The Appeals Court said the
prosecution tried to draw from
Provoo an admission he had been
hospitalized at Army bases for
homosexuality.

Denled Moral Charge

Provoo denied he was a homo-
nexual,

The court said neither by court-
martial nor by a civil court had
Provoe ever been brought to trial
and convicted on any morals of-
fense. /

utterly irrelevant to the issue of
whether he had committed treason
while a prisoner of war,” said the
opinion.
