The President To The Legion

In its opening day, the Ameri-
can Legion Convention at Waah-
ington heard little enough com-
mon sense, and sgeemed to have
little enthusiasm for it when it
heard It. Even in hearing Presi-
dent Eisenhower, who contributed
almost il the common sense of
the day, the sudience reserved its
spplause for those statements
‘which, if lifted out of context
completely, could have made the
President's speech seem s sword-
rattling affalr, as it most ocer.
tainly was not in reality.

The President deserved more
applause than he got. For he not
only upheld the need and inten-
tion: of this country to supply it-
selfi with adequate military
strength in the world of today,
but he also provided the philogo-
phy and purpose for our relations
among ourselves and our relations
abroad which could rake such
military stiength more than =&
dead end approach lo war.

There weére;, of course, certain
Jhandicaps to such common sense
in the particular atmosphere the
Legion seems to create for itvelf.
One of the convention rooms, for
instance, featured a display in
which former President Truman
and the British Empire and the
labor wunions were pictured’ as
Communiat lovers, .

It was against such & back-
groynd that the President made it
& “point to say that the ‘“only
treasonable party we have is the
Communist conspiracy — habpily
very small," which was & repudia-
tion of the McCarthy war cry of
“20 years of treason.”

Ono of the great paliey drives
at this Legien convention promises
to be against the United Nations.
It was. against that background,
and to no applause, that the Pres-
ident conterded that the fact that
the United Natidns has falled to
fulfill all our hopes “is no reason
to weaken our support.”

oIt is easy for a Legion conven«
tion to advise us to get tough in
the world, as Mr, Dulles has so
often been tough, with both our
friends and our enemies,

It was against that background
that the Presldent spoke, to no
applause, of his theory of partner-
#hip, under which no nation would
bhave s veto aver the actions and
policles of others. ‘“We must,
therefors,” said the President,
“gua‘rd aguinst the dangerous as-

‘- sumption that other nations, s
our allies, are bound to do ‘what
we want.”

Only Cealition That’s Sound

One of the basic lessons In-
volved in the EDC/ issue is that
trying to run the /world by coali-
tions is just as ‘troublesome, and
jult as fulile, probably, as it has
ulwnyl been.

The reason seems to be that
every proposed coalition which
comes alohg as inspired by one
fear and plagued by another fear,

The EDC, for instance, was in-
spired Dby fear of Russia. Al
through history it has been thin
same thing, fear of some corpmon
enemy, which makes it possible for
nations to considér coalitiona
among themselves. .. :

The EDC is plagued, probably
destroyed, and would certainly be
poisoned even if it came into be-
ing, by the second kind of fear,
this time a fear amoug those very
nations who do feel drawn to-
gether by a common enemy. Thus
the French, in their attitude to-
wards EDC, fear that this coall-
tion would be dominated by Ger-
many.

The British also have a fear
about EDC, It la & fear that the
development of any strong feders!
union on the continent of Burope
would ruln & traditional, but fre-
quently disastrous, British policy
with regard to Europe—a policy
which  has historically tried to
maintaln a balance of power there
by playing one great continental
nation against another,

In her time, Brifain has played
I'rance against Germany, and then
Germany against France, and
Russln against Germany, and Ger-

bu-y organiging against each
other. But within the United Na-
tions coalition there exists the
chance, which exists In no ether
conlition, that thess fears an
rivalries can be controlled and
subordinated and gentled down,
For the United Nations coalition
is fthe only coalition which |Is
theoretically dedicated to the
safety and security of everybody.
If the nations of the world can
educate themselyes to surrender
to this unique conlition an in-
creasing portion of their own
sovereignty so that they increase
this coalition's power against war,
then they may have at last the
one brand of security which
doesn’'t breed .insecurity, the one
cure which does mbt contain the
goerm of new disease. This is the
only coalition in the wotld which
really counts,

But this is really the
nature of all balance of power
politics. = Eath seeming achieve-
ment of balance threatens a new
unbalance, The cure of one par-
ticular power situation carries its
own new version of the -same
disease it was supposed to cure,

That is an underlying reason
why all the post-war coalitions
and special alliances which have
been engineered around the world
are veally so fulile and hopeless,
basically so brittie, and quite like-
Iy, In time, if they are all we have
for security, to trap the world in.
to that war thoy are supposed lo
prevent. And all we need to do to
satisify ‘ourselves op this his-
torieal point is to look at what has
happened to the great special
coalition which wa. formed to deal
with Hiter's Germany.

The tragedy of all our attention
to these post-war special coall-
tions, those which have come into
existence,, and those we are still
Lrying to gel born, is that they all
siphon attention and encrgy and
accomplishment away from the
one and only coalition which real-

Veterans planning to go to
school this fall under the Korean
G1 Bill were told by the VA loday
that the money they earn in after-
school jobs will have no effect on
the GI allowances paid them by Lhe
government. .

Thelr monthly GI° «llowance
checka will remain the same, re-
gardless of outside carnings, VA
said. In facl, these earnings need
not evén be reported to VA.

VA explained that some vel-
ering have been confusing the new
Korean GI Bill with the original
World War II GI Bill which did
have an (ncome “celling' that ap-
plied to veterans taking all types
of training-—in school, on-the-job
and on-the-farm,

The Korean GI Bill does have.a
“eelling” imposes no Mmit on how
much a veleran may earn.

Instead, when a veterans on-the-
job training wages, plus his GI al-
lowance, exceed 5310 & month, VA
scales down the allowance ac-
cordingly, to bring the totzl with-
in the $310 Hmit,

Starting allowance rates for Ko-
rean GI job trainces are 370 a
month, with no dependents; $85
with one, and $105 with maré than
one .dependent. Under the law,
these rates are reduced at four-
month intérvals, as training pro-
gresses and veterana earning
ebilities increase,

The rates for veterans in school
full time &re $110 with no de-
pendents;  $135 with one de-
pendent, and $160 with more than
one dependent,

The suggested sobriquet was im-
mediately adopted by common con-
seht after it was used in & seriea
of letlers printed In the news-
pers of Iowa Territory in 1839,
ithin a few years, Jowans began
to refer to themselves as Hawk-
evea and to their State as the
Hawkeye Btate, Robert J, Burdette
(1844-1014), newspaperman, hu-
morist, lecturer and Baptist
preacher, joined the ataff of the
Burlington Patriot and Hawk-Eye
in 1878, and he probably did more
than any other one person to popu-
Inrize the term throughout E‘n
country. Edwards himself, in his
later years, was known as “Old
awkeye"
