The wreck occurred on north-1 
ern Negroe Island in the southern 
Philippines and authorities still 
were trying to piece together ex­
actly what happened.

'The hearings halted for this 
week after exploring McCarthy's 
use of a aecret document In the 
Army-McCarthy hearings. Long 
excerpts from those hearings were 
read into the record.

They retraced the story of how 
McCarthy produced last May 4 
what he said was a letter from 
FBI Director J. Edgar Hoover, re­
lating to security St the Army 
Radar Laboratory at Ft. Mon­
mouth, N- J"

It was a 2 H -page document 
which Hoover later was quoted as 
saying contained verbatim pas­
sages from a 15-page memorandum 
the FBI had cent to the Army 
Intelligence Service. He said he 
hadn’t written the 2 ^ -page docu­
ment itself.

Also into the record—from the 
Army-McCarthy transcript—went 
a letter from Atty. Gen. Brownell 
declaring Hoover had told him 
"he never wrote any such letter’̂  
as the abbreviated document Mc­
Carthy produced. The latter docu­
ment, he said, was "not authentic" 
In that Hoover never tvrote it.

Unauthorized Paper Used
Brownell aaid. furthernriore, that 

the document involved "an unau­
thorized use of clasaified informa­
tion” and "serious harm” would 
result from Ignoring.aecrecy labels 
on'FBI papers. The document was 
never made public.

,Whlle that didn’t mean all 40 
charges will be taken up at the 
hearings, it did carry some reas­
surance to Flanders, who said yes­
terday he would object formally If 
the committee let most of the sep­
arate charges "go by default.” As 
he . left town for the weekend 
Flanders remarked, am well 
pleased with the progress of the 
hearings."

That progress has,been marked 
by four things:

1. The contention by Williams, 
which the committee didn't accept

A first day explosion when 
McCarthy tried to raise questions 
about Johnson and Watkins si­
lenced him with a cracking gavel.

4. The unniffled calm In the 
hearing room from then on.

Since tire first |blow-up. McCar­
thy hasn’t uttered a word in open 
session for two entire days. He 
has left all the talking to Wil­
liams.

Outside the committee room, 
things have been diffenei-t. Mc­
Carthy has talked freely with re­
porters and appeared before the 
televiaton and newsreel cameras' 
that have been barred from the 
room itself.

Medina Airs Views 
' In New York Federal Judge 
Harold R; Medina says the pres­
ence of radio ami television at 
public hearings creates a "psycho 
logical barrier to the axcertain- 
ment of truth.’'

Medina, who presided over the 
consph'acy trial of the 11 con­
victed itop ' Communist Ieadei;p, 
spoke last night over radio and 
TV facilities of the Columbia 
Broadcasting System.

Hia speech was a rebuttal to 
CBS P.esident Frank Stanton's 
plea last week that radio and TV 
be allowed to cover the current 
Senate hearings involving Sen.. 
McCarthy (R-Wls).
. Said Medina:
"The real question is whether 

television and radio interfere with 
the ascertainment of true facta.

[ . “When the judge, the witnesses 
: and the lawyers, or their counter­
parts. periform their fimctions' be­
fore the microphones and bat­
teries of floodlighte,'knbwlng that 
perhaps 10 millions of peemie or 
more are listening' and watching 
their every move, the temptation 
to put on an act becomes irreaiat- 
ibie.

The press, Medina ' aaid, "pre­
sents no such psychological bar­
rier to the ascertainment of.truth 
as do the radio and television.’’

Alpe$ Enjoyed by Scouts

Loup. France—The barren, sharp 
peikfl of the French Maritime 
Alpee, enowlees and with very little 
green on them aa contrasted with 
the enow-capped pdbks of the 
Swiss Alps, have bMn the moun­
tains which, the members of Senior 
Girl Scout Troop 1 have been en­
joying this past week.

In contrast with the green pas­
ture lands of Switzerland are the 
dry fields of southern France.

During this week spent in thb 
Martime Alpea the Scouts have 
seen entirely different types of 
vegetation from what they have 
aver seen before—palm, orange, fig 
and olive trees, cactus and other 
.tropical plants, very little green 
grass, and sort of reddish in color.

Sail To Oenei’s

train ride to Nice, in aouthem 
France. After leaving Marseilles

Looking out from the house the 
Mediterranean is seen in the dis­
tance, and or either side and In 
back are more mountain?. I>. was 
Just opposite here that the Alllea 
made one of their first beachheads 
from Africa during World War II,

. and the date of that first launching 
Is still celebrated locally. Also 
sean from this height ie the Cap

i^d’Antibee, the famous wlntar play­
ground of the wealthy.

It waa poaaibla to taka hlkaa aad 
bus axcurslone from Laa Oourmet- 
tea, and the Manchester girls 
availed themeelvee of these oppor­
tunities.

'On Sunday afternoon all. the 
group walked to a vantaga point 
w^ere the Gotg du Loup can be 
seen. There they took many pic­
tures of 4he -cenery and than 
picked some of the tropicrl flowers, 
such *a lavendar, growing there. 
Tliese little, plants, which have a 
delightful fragrance, are used In 
making parfume.

Vlalt Perfume Oeater 
Gra:;ae, Ute center of the 

world’s perfiUne Induittry, v-ae the 
neitt plabo, visited, and thera the 
Scouts went th.*0tgh a perfume 
factory ‘to see how perfume la 
made. They were ^>fayed with so 
many different scents while going 
through the plant that it was dif­
ficult to distinguish one fiom the 
other when they came to the 
salesman v,‘here perfume could be 
purriiased.

A delightful sw'm in ths clear, 
blue waters of the Mediterranean 
at. Cannes was gieatly enjoyed by 
the girls, and they also v'ere glad 
ot the opport unity to explore that 
r'^sort town.

One of the highlights of the stay 
in southern France waa an all day 
bus trip to Nice, La Turbie, Men­
ton and Monaco.

At La Turbie is en old Roman 
monument, built by Augustus Cae­
sar in 6 B. C. to commemorate 
some of his vtetorlee over the 
fierce Gauls. ,

Cross Italian Border

U. S. Fears 
On Arming 
Bohn Fade

German rearmament problem by 
making West Germany a mem­
ber of the 14-nation North Atlan­
tic' Treaty Organisation (NATO).

Second, should the NATO plan 
fail London and Washington ap­
pear to have an understanding 
that they must then try to rearm 
Germany directly. They would 
prefer to do whatever they do with 
the approval and cooperation of 
France.

Britain has issued a call for an 
8-nation emergency conference to 
begin drafting a new plan for West 
German rearmament. The United 
States was reported yesterday to 
be inclined to agme to such a meet­
ing.

U.S. diploipatlc officials were un­
derstood to feel such a meeting 
would accomplish a two-fold pur- 
rase: (1) provide a way to bring 
Vest Germany into quick consul­
tation with other key Western 
powers on the European defense 
problem, and (2) help clarify views 
held by the main NATO nations 
before a later meeting of all 14 
Atlantic Pact partners.

Army Safeguards Needed 
Creation of military units in 

Germany after making her a mem­
ber of NATO is always spoken of 
ss a problem to be vindertaken only 
with “adequate safeguarda" These 
safeguards are supposed to provide 
against a resurgence of German 
militarism. But nobody yet seems 
to have any idea Of what they 
would amount to.

The NATO approach presuma­
bly means that the military forces 
which Germany would contribute 
to the defense partnership would 
be national forces, like those of 
Britain, PVanM and the United 
States. Such foixes. are placed 
under control of the supreme 
NATO command, but they are not 
considered international forces in 
the sense of having mixed units, 
conunon uniform, or being under 
the policy control of a  SUper-na 
tlonal political body such as ElDC 
envisioned.

The rearmament of Germany 
under NATO—or directly without 
NATO membership and pertuips 
over the objection of France, if it 
were possible that way—^would ap­
pear to work against European 
unity.

I t  would seem to put new values 
on nationalism in iBurope, to  re 
create some of the situations 
which existed before World War 
n  insofar as distrust between 
France and Germany is concerned.

Balanced against this, in the 
eyes of officials here, is the strong 
pro-European policy and leader­
ship of Chancellor Konrad Ade­
nauer’s government. Yet it to a 
government headed fciy an <fid man. 
Another of the unknowns of Euro­
pean politics which causes concern 
here is what wiU happen when 
Adenauer ceases to exercise a 
powerful influence on West Ger­
man conduct.

As plans are developed for in­
ternational conferences on the Ger- 

problems in the next few 
weeks, one theoretical posribility 
remains open. Thtt is that French 
Premier Mendes-France will come 
up with a new plan which would 
contain the desirable, cooperative 
features of EDC.

Mendes-France has said he is 
for some kind of Gerinan contribu­
tion to Europe’s defense. He would

like It to be tolanoed by pew Brit­
ish oommltaMnti^6nd he has other 
ideas which may ptoye difflctdt of 
negotiation. Officials here believe 
the odds are against his producing 
any plan which would have a 
reasonable chance of acceptoqce 
and which like EDC promote both 
German rearmament and Euro­
pean integration.

NATO is an existing frame­
work, and in the present circum­
stances it to believed to offer the 
moet practical solution, even 
though a  less: desirable one than

Not E tsii The First?
I t  now aeema to be fairly well 

believed, la  adratific circles, that 
any nation usiat: atomic .weapoiui 
Sr war would be loosing a  force at 
two targets, Hie one target the 
enemy, the other target itself and 
all the rest of humanity. This 
Would be so because each atomic 
bomb, no matter edio released it 
or where, would release into the 

; whole worid atmosphere a  certain 
cumulative amount of radioactive 
poisons vdiich, in time, would 
make life impossible anyadiere on 
earth.

One of Britain’s leading sden- 
tists, the other day, estimated 
that a few thousand bombs would 
probably end the human race. 
When it  comes to hydrogen bombs, 
and the particular poison they re­
lease, the number might be less.

This raises some interesting 
apeculatlonB about What an 
a t ^ e  war would be like. Suppose 
it  was generally estimated that a 
certain approximate number of 
atomic explostons would end all 
human life on the world. Suppose 
we had two Mdes, each using 
bombs. Each side, . presumably, 
would be able to trhulate the 
number of explosions set off by 
the other, so that each side would 
always have an up to date total of 
the whole number of bombs that 
bad been aet off.

Eventually, the atomic battle 
'would reach the point where each 
s>de would know that the next 
bomb set off might be the one 
that would be decisive, not against 
jiist the enemy alone, but against 
aU humanity. I t  might seem that, 
\a  the normal course of the war, 
one more bomb might be decisive, 
so far as the war itself was con­
cerned. But it might also be the 
bomb that would destroy the vic­
tor as well.

Who would rule human policy in 
such a  situation? Who would 
make the dedMons, and what 
would they be?

We can imagine various things 
We can imagine that each side 
would have generals who would 
be warning that if it  did not set 
o ff the next bomb, the unscrupu­
lous other .side would set it off. 
We can imagine that anybody w]ho 
tHed to talk against setting off 
that next bom^. An either side, 
would be labeled a  traitor and an 
appeaser. ,We can ircagine that 
there would bo sclentisU who 
would tell each side tliat mankind 
must use the power science, gives 
It, and not indulge in silly moral 

.^ruples. W e imagine there would 
be ih  evangelist who would say 
that one side, or the other de* 
served to win because it made 
better and more automobiles. In 
fact, as we read the world of that 
moment from what we see of the 
v»'orld today, we can imagine noth­
ing but heavy pressure, on both 
aides, for the triggering of that 
final bomb. . ,

And yet, we know all our 
Imaginings are wrong. The truth 
is, we think, that not even the 
first bomb will be aet off,.

AU the Wstkins Committee has 
been doing, in resiit^.'ls to re­
ceive, formally, evidence which 
has long been In existence. J t  is 
not likely, for that matter, to re­
ceive any new fact, or discover 
eny new fact, about the career of 
the Wisconsin Senator.

But there Is, nonetheless, 
something entirely new about this 
hearing, something which makes 
it deadly serious, something which 
RjUces it indeed the tightest spot 
of the McCArthy career.

That is the eimple fact that this 
inquiry of his peers is formally 
charged with the responsiblUty for 
appraising, as censurable or not 
censurable, these contents of the 
McCarthy career, hiUierto as weU 
known aa he hlmaelf could make 
them, but never hitherto judged 
by what amounta to the grievance 
committee of the club to which 
he belongs. This is the first time 
the Senate itself haa taken re­
sponsibility for judging his con­
duct. It  may decide for him, or 
against him, but it wlU reach its 
verdict in its own way, and by ita 
own methods of procedure, and 
this la one course of events he is 
without power to influence by any 
of hia own familiar techniques.

That iis why, although at the 
end of the flrst assertion of this 
committee's disdpUne it was 
Chairman Watkins Who was-tense 
with anger and McCarthy who 
still exiiibited a deriaive amUe, 
there was no doubt wliere the real 
discomfort was located.
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Happy EndhiK Frightens
The Navy haa done everything 

within its power to compensate for 
admitted injustice in the case of 
Abraham ghasanow, the -Navy 
hydrographer, iiHio waa suspended 
from his job IS months ago, siib- 
aequently cleared by a security 
board, arid then nevertheless still 
dismissed by the Navy. aU be- 
cauae undisclosed persons had 
charged him with Communiat 
ayinpathiea. <’

The Navy now admits “grave 
irijustllM'’ waa done him. It  how 
hsUa him ha “above average’’ in 
hia loyalty and patriotism. It now 
reatores him to his job. with fuU 
back pay. And the Navy does all 
this with a publicity ffnfare de­
signed to get Chasanow’a final 
ataCua aa many headlines as .were 
given his suspension and diamis 
sal.

AU this ia both happy, and 
frightening. It  ia happy because 
some justice haa finally been done.

It  ia frightening because it  took 
so much effort to get justice. This 
case had its final outcome only 
because Chasanow did not give up. 
and because he had both the cour 
Bge and the money to continue the 
battle againiit the verdict of die 
mlasai. Because he had this, and 
becalm hia friends and neighbors 
helped him, he was able to obtain 
the niw special hearing which 
finally cleared him, conclusively.

It is frightening,-too, because it 
has been finally revealed that 
tJiere was never anything real 
agalnat Chasanow — that what 
happened waa that rome personal 
enemies pf his, or so8?e zealous 
self-appointed ‘ crusaders, pro 
ferred charges against him they 
could not and did not back up. Yet 
these charges, finally judged to be 
nothing mere than malicioua gos 
sip, were in control of his destiny 
for'13 morths.

The Ifavy is righCy concerned 
that such a thing shall not happen 
again, and ia revising some of its 
security procedures to help guard 
against having it happen again. 
It  is about time, toe, that there 
should be some coiisideratlon of 
what would be justice for those 
who bear false, malicious witness 
against their neighbc a

Fred Gerber, 52, of 398 Oakland^ 

St., one of 33 tobacco dealers and 
cigar makers charged with con­
spiracy to \rlolate the internal 
revenue tobacco tax law in con­
nection with an alleged racket, to­
day denied he is guilty and sale he 
would engage counsel to fight his 
case.

Gerber, who said he holds a 
dealer’s license, told The Herald 
he sold unregistered tobacco to 
David Horowitz of Brooklyn, 
Identified as the racket’s ringlead­
er. He said, however, he sold 
tobacco he grew himaclf on 'his 
farm, and he made the v transac­
tion as .a farmer and not aa a 
dealer. Gerber said it was the 
place o f the dealer to register the' 
tobacco for revenue lurpoces.

Gerber was. released in i 8500 
ibond yesterday after arraignment 
with 23 othei: person* in Brooklyn. 
No hearing date has been set. , 

Gerber, a native of Ellington, 
operated a tobacco warehouse in 
Glastonbury.:

Three-Year laveatlgatioB 
The 23 defendants were rounded 

up by a squad of Treasury Dm L 
agents from the Alcohol and To­
bacco Tax Div., who have, been 
assigned to the investlghtion for 
nearly three years.
. Asst. U. A. Atty. Jerome Lewis 

said the government firet got its 
tip on. the operation o f a tax fraud 
ring when an agent ip the New 
York area, found aaveral cigar 
boxes without stamps.

Lswis, who said tha men were 
operating "one of the largest to­
bacco rings in the nation;”  told 
this story of how the' scheme 
worked:

A cigar manufacturer omitted 
putting revenue atampa o f from 
12Ĥ  cents to f l  a box on hia cigars 
and sold them to under-the-counter 
purchasers. To cover , up, he listed 
sales of bulk tobacco to aciap 
dealers, which transactlbns are un­
taxed. The icrap dealer entered the 
fake sale on his books and got ISO 
to 1100 for aach 1,000-pound entry. 
Revenue agents, checking up, were 
shown several Uma o f scrap.tobac­
co piled in a.yard foe; conversion 
into fertiliser and told the cigar 
scrap had been dumped in with the 
rest,

Lewis estimated the government 
was cheated out o f more than a 
million dollars by tha almost-fOol- 
proof dodge' which he aeid was 
widespread, throughout the nation 
among small cigar manufacturers 
trying to compete with large eom- 
panles.

Because o f the statute o f Umite- 
tions, no prosecutions can extahd 
bSM beyond three years, be^aaid.

T he 23, charged with oonspiracy 
to violate the Internal Revanue 
tobacco tax law, all waived hear­
ing and were held for Grand Jury 
action in varying ball ranging
