The town
c:ueu abruptly and farmiand be-
ns.

“This is a contrast with, for ex-
ample, the North End of Boston,
Mass., for there the surroundings
are just more slums and industrial
aress. Part of it is also bounded
by the dirty waters of Boston
harbor. A more different place
than “North Manchester” would be
difficult to Imagine.

We .realize that for someone
who has lived for most of his
life in Manchester these ideas are
never suggested by the terma
“North End.” “South End,” and
“West Bide.” But for the new
citizen who takes a pride in Man-
chester’s many * fine attributes;
they may take on a slightly tarn-
ished meaning,

If we could, we might run a
contest to suggest & nicer way of
referring to sections of the town.
As it is, there may still be & few
who would prefer the suphemisms
of North or South Manchester,

No doubt this essay is'a voice
erying in the wilderness of habit
and custom, But it Is a problem
that could stand some thought in
its relationship to the future
growth of the community.
