t is a pleasure to take special
note of this oécasion and to add a
word of tribute to the hundreds of
thousands of devoted ghis and
women who have given so gener-
ously of théir offarts to aid the
healing of the sick. ?

One ect In particular of nurs-
ing s well worth recalling. Modern
nurging owes its origin to the great
Florence Nightingale. Before her
reforms began to take effect hos-
pitals were almost all filthy bulig<
ings. Patients with serious infec-
tions lay side by side with those
who had no germ infections at all
The results of this lack of cleanki-
ness and elementary knowledge of
prevention of disease gan only be
imagined. People who went to the
hospitsls died like fties.

Many who were dent Lo the “hos-
pitals" of the pre-Nightingale era
connidered themselves practically
condemned 10 death-—and they
were,

Floreuce Nightingale's first big
opportunity came when the
Crimean War broke out in 1854,
She offered her services as a nurpe,
She found on her arrival at the
sgene of hostilities that (n the bar-
rack hospital alone there were four
miles of wounded wsoldlers -lying
lesx than 18 inches apart.

He is
the leader of & great new nation,
struggling to make -democracy
work. He is, geographically, next
door to a great Communist power.
He is struggling, within his own
nation, with thosp very economic
and social conditions generally
regarded as fertile ground for the
Jyooting of the Communist delu-
sion. * In many ways, Nehru in
closer to the front lines against
Commtinjsm than any other
statesman: It is ridiculous to think
that he plank.to lose to Commu-
nism.
