A Thought for Today

Some time ago at Center Church
during one of our Anniversary
celebrations a crying, bewildersd
boy canmie to-me and said, “T"want
my Daddy.” Hand in hand we
walked through the crowds look-
ing in this room and In that room
until finally he found his father
and rushed into' his arms. They
both had been looking for each

-other and through the medium of
the minister found what l.hey had
been seeking.

Here is a parable of the Chris-
tian church and its ministry, The
world s seeking for something, it
knowa not what, It is like an in-
fant crying in the night. The warld
longs for security, for reconﬂuon.
for the power of self-assertion, for
variety, for love, for posasessions
and for fame. But the heart of the
world will be restiess until |t
rests in God.

This continued decline in clga-
retle sales was reflected today in
Iatest state tax department fig-
ures which point to a drop of a
quarter-milliion dollars in cigarette
tax revenue during the past. four
months as compared to July-Octo-
ber of last year. The state taxes
cigarettes at 3.cents a pack.

October cigarette nales, as re-
flected in tax yield, represented
some 23,200,000 packs rs against
about 25,630,000 a year ago,

Cigarette tax revenue for the
July-Oc¢tober period was $2.992,000
—down $254,000.
